Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on July 9, 2008 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.    

2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Kevin Wilkins, Greg Jewell, Greg Wipperfurth, Jan Hoffman, Louise Dotter, Todd Miller, Timm Zumm, Don Greenwood, Cheryl Hoeper, Mike Hoeper, Julie Neuheisel, Darrel Neuheisel, Shawn Duren, Tim Johnson, Irv Snyder, Jerry Sprecher and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the June 11, 2008 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

b. Approval of the following License for St. John’s School/Funfest, Spring Green, WI:

1. Temporary Class “B” / “Class B” Retailer’s License for the period 08/08/08 – 08/10/07

c. Approval of a request submitted by St. John’s Funfest Committee to close Daley Street between Albany and Lexington starting at 8:00 a.m. of Friday, August 8 through Monday, August 11 at noon, and to erect a personal parking sign in front of the residence at 254 N. Worcester Street.

Old Business:   

a. Jewell stated two letters had been sent to Enviro-Care in an attempt to recover village expenses for the vertical screw screen they installed.  Jewell stated Enviro-Care was informed the village was retaining a payment of $6,500.  Jewell stated he was waiting for a response from Enviro-Care.  Wipperfurth informed the board the old bar screen was installed today.  No action taken.
7.
New Business:

a. Prem stated he has had preliminary conversations with the Township board members and it was mutually decided to form a committee to decide on criteria for how flood victims will receive donated monies.  Prem stated he thought the funds should be disbursed after the floodwaters receded; however, that may take much longer than anticipated.  Prem stated the committee’s approach will be to act relatively quickly.  Irv Snyder arrived at 7:08 p.m.  Snyder stated the Lions Club is considering taking over, and if a non-profit status needs to be developed, there are township representatives that are willing to take on that task.  Prem stated Bob Holding informed him there may be national level funds available from the Lions Club.  Miller stated his concern was how people could make a tax-deductible donation, and asked if donations could be made to the Knights of Columbus now, which could then be combined with the proceeds of their event scheduled for August 31.  Prem stated the other issue is the tax implications for the recipients.  Miller stated if there are 50 families in need and there is only $20,000 to disburse, that is only $400 per family, and a gift of up to $11,000 can be received with no tax implications.  Snyder stated one of the priorities should be for people that have been displaced from their homes.  Prem stated that was the original intent from day one.  Liegel asked if the loss to the farmers would be considered.  Mike Hoeper arrived at 7:16 p.m.  Prem stated hopefully some of these folks will be eligible for a buy out, but it may take a long time until that happens.  Snyder stated the township has two board members and two citizen members for the committee and would like the same representation from the village.  Prem named himself and Dale Hottmann from the board, and Todd Miller as a citizen member.  Another village citizen member will be named at a subsequent board meeting.  Miller stated there would be some benefit to meeting sooner than September to establish criteria and possibly making some disbursements before September.  Snyder agreed to meet sooner to decide on criteria.  Miller suggested the committee convene next week to get things rolling.  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to identify Greg Prem and Dale Hottmann as village representatives and Todd Miller as a citizen representative to the flood relief disbursement team.  Motion carried.
b. Wipperfurth stated he would like to offer floor drain plugs to residents for $25.00.  Wipperfurth stated the floor drain plugs are similar to a check valve, and can be installed without cutting into the basement floor.  Wipperfurth stated the plugs would allow water to go out the drain, but not come back into the basement.  Wipperfurth stated the only problem that may arise with the floor drain plugs would be if there was an over abundance of water, the water will find the easiest way out which may be through a basement toilet.  Nelson stated the home owners need to be aware of the potential problems that could occur.  Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to offer floor drain plugs to village residents at a cost of $25.00.  A written disclaimer will need to be signed before the floor drain plugs are distributed to the home owner.  Motion carried.

Information Items:

a. Update on space needs study, employee handbook, ordinance codification and capital inventory list.  Wilkins stated each board member was given a cost breakdown regarding two options analyzed in the space needs study.  Prem stated an Ordinance Committee Meeting was scheduled for July 16 at 6:00 p.m., and a Personnel Committee Meeting was scheduled for July 21 at 7:00 p.m.
b. Letter from Jim Doyle regarding a Digital Recording of Custodial Interrogations Grant.

c. Letter from the Lower Wisconsin State Riverway Board regarding the Lower Wisconsin River Road Scenic Byway Project.

d. Letter from the Department of Natural Resources regarding Sanitary Survey of the Public Water Supply System at Spring Green.

General Public Comment: Louise Dotter stated there are Housing and Urban Development (HUD) funds available for flood victims.  Dotter stated the program is income based and funds apply to primary residences only.  Dotter stated early application is vital as the grant is for only $500,000 for all of Sauk County.  Greenwood stated he and Crary attended a public officials meeting today to discuss the public assistance grant program which the village has already submitted a request for assistance and the hazard mitigation grant program.  Greenwood stated the next step will be to assign a project officer to help prepare the project worksheets.  Jerry Sprecher handed out aerial photographs of the flood.  Sprecher stated the pictures were taken on or around June 15.  Wipperfurth stated 25-30 volunteers would be in Spring Green (village and township) tomorrow to pick up sand bags, and on July 29 a crew will be here to assist homeowners with clean up.  Zumm stated he has been in many homes assisting with clean up and mentioned he was concerned because he had heard Samaritans Purse may pull out next week because they are not receiving any calls.  Zumm encouraged spreading the word that volunteers are out there and are ready and willing to help.  Snyder asked about the sanitary upgrade of $100,000 and wondered what impact that would have on the Prairie Sanitary District (PSD), and if the PSD needed to pay for their share.  Prem stated he would have to look at the agreement.
