Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on June 25, 2008 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.    

2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Doug Feiner and Dale Hottmann.  Vern Liegel was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, John Kraemer, Jan Hoffman, Greg Jewell, Don Greenwood, Tim Johnson, Benny Stenner, Irv Snyder and Jenny Pappas.

Approve Agenda:  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Prem requested item 4c be pulled for further discussion.  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

g. Approval for a Homecoming bonfire at the River Valley High School on Thursday, October 2, 2008 and a Homecoming parade on Friday, October 3, 2008.

Motion carried.  
c. Prem stated Players Pub has been experiencing problems and asked Wilkins for an explanation.  Wilkins stated the problems included underage drinking, bar fights and drug activity.  Wilkins stated the police department is working with the owners of Players Pub, and they have been cooperative.  Wilkins stated police presence has been increased dramatically, and the police department is keeping a log of all violations.  Prem stated we are not at a point where we need to disapprove the license; however, we will continue to keep tabs on the situation.  Marcus stated if we approve the license, we should send a message that we back the efforts of the police department and if the situation gets worse, it should be revisited.  Marcus moved and Hausner seconded to approve the following Licenses for Kimberlie Neefe, Player’s Pub Bar & Grill, LLC, 101 E. Jefferson St., Spring Green, WI:

Old Business:   

a. The board discussed the quotes for the painting of the municipal swimming pool.  Wipperfurth recommended D.L. Painting.  They will be available to paint the pool right after Labor Day and were referred to him by Badger Pools.  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to accept the lowest bid from D.L. Painting for an amount of $18,827 for the main pool and $2,147.20 for the baby pool.  Motion carried.  Feiner was opposed.  Benny Stenner and Irv Snyder arrived at 7:13 p.m.
b. Gene Laschinger went over quotes from Energenecs and Staab Construction for the vertical screw screen.  Laschinger stated he felt the quotes were reasonable and noted there would need to be some minor work performed to hook up the scale, which was not included in the proposal.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to accept the proposal from Energenecs in the amount of $83,727.00 and Staab Construction Corporation for $11,400.00 for the purchase and installation of a new vertical screw screen and control panel for the wastewater treatment plant.  Motion carried.
6.
New Business:

a. Hausner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the 2009 Property Assessment Contract submitted by Wendorff Assessing as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to approve Resolution R-0805 – Disaster Declaration as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Marcus moved and Feiner seconded to approve the contract renewal from Automatic Entrances of Wisconsin, Inc. as presented.  Motion carried.
d. Tim Johnson stated the Spring Green Knights of Columbus are planning a benefit for the River Valley area flood victims on Sunday, August 31, 2008, which will include a full day of bands and performers along with a chicken barbeque dinner.  Johnson stated at this point, he was not sure how the funds raised would be disbursed.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the request submitted by Tim Johnson on behalf of the Spring Green Knights of Columbus to hold a benefit for the River Valley area flood victims at North Park on Sunday, August 31, 2008, and to close Daley Street from Friday, August 29, 2008 – Monday, September 1, 2008.  Motion carried.  Wilkins recommended sending an informational flyer to residents in the immediate area.
e. Jewell stated he would waive the cost for Greenwood to complete the FEMA pre-application and when the actual application process is starting, he will come back to the board with a cost estimate for completion.  Greenwood stated a request for a Presidential Disaster Declaration for Public Assistance has been made, and once the request has been approved, any local government in the state may apply for Public Assistance Grant funding or Hazard Mitigation Grant funding.  Greenwood went over the Public Assistance and Hazard Mitigation Grants noting the following:

· Public Assistance Grants are for repair/replacement of publicly owned facilities and equipment damaged by the disaster.  Roads, bridges, municipal buildings, treatment plants, etc.  The funds are to restore the aforementioned back to their pre-disaster condition.  Funds can also be used for emergency response costs, debris removal, traffic control, emergency pumping, etc.  

· Hazard Mitigation Grants are for long term projects designed to reduce or eliminate hazards.  Funding priority is given to projects that involve buy-outs of flood prone properties.  Lower priority projects that could be funded would include small detention ponds.  The amount of money available for the Hazard Mitigation program will be determined as a percentage of the total federal funds allocated for Public and Individual Assistance Programs for each disaster. 
Greenwood stated townships must have the county apply on their behalf, and villages and cities can apply on their own.  The board and general public discussed what ideas are being entertained to remedy the way water moves through the township and village.  Stenner asked if some of the work that needed to be done in the village was separate from the township.  Jewell stated it really needs to be looked at as a whole.  Jewell stated he was working with the DNR and DOT, along with other agencies on getting ideas for solutions.  Jewell stated the key is to keep everyone revved up and moving forward.  Prem stated the middle school was set up as the initial shelter, but that has since been changed to the high school.  Wipperfurth asked what he should do now, regarding clean up efforts.  Wipperfurth stated residents are still putting items on the curb.  Prem stated he should direct residents to the 608/355.3200 Emergency Management Contact or to contact Samaritans Purse.  No action taken.

a. Update on space needs study, employee handbook, ordinance codification and capital inventory list.  Wilkins stated he met with Paul Kardatzke last week and Paul is working on cost estimates.  Prem stated we are still looking into meeting options regarding ordinance codification.
