1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Motion carried.  Nick Liegel arrived at 7:03 p.m.

Old Business:   

a. Crary stated the installation of the basketball hoops and volleyball net at the municipal pool were being delayed due to the fact that the public works department is focusing all their energy on flood issues.  Crary stated additional bids for the painting of the municipal pool needed to be obtained.  No action taken on this item.
b. Gene Laschinger from Town & Country Engineering stated he met with Greg Wipperfurth and Joe Bindl a week ago at the Treatment Plant.  Laschinger stated there were two alternatives:  Alternative No. 1) Installing an incline screen near the grit chamber.  Potential manufacturers for this screen are Huber and Lakeside Equipment.  All of this equipment would be above grade, making it easy to maintain, however, the screening would be located after the raw sewage pumps, in which case the pumps may plug due to the lack of screening.  Alternative No. 2)  Installing a vertical screen in the existing wetwell with significant adjustments.  The vertical screen would be installed in the channel, but located further down the channel to allow for better hydraulics through the screen.  Potential manufacturers for this screen would be Huber Technologies.  This alternate has the distinct advantage of removing all screenings prior to raw sewage pumping, thus minimizing the potential plugging of the pumps.  One disadvantage of this alternate is that the screen will require partial or complete removal of the screen with some type of crane for regular maintenance.  Laschinger recommended Alternative No. 2, noting the major reason for this selection is that the vertical screen will remove the screenings prior to the pumping, which is critical.  Laschinger also recommended utilizing Staab Construction for the installation.  Laschinger stated the cost estimate for Alternative No. 2 would range anywhere from approximately $109,000 to $120,000.  Laschinger stated he did not know what the time frame would be at this point, as the equipment would be coming from Germany, and suggested getting firm quotes and proceeding from there.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to accept the recommendation of Gene Laschinger and Greg Wipperfurth and proceed with acquiring firm quotes for a new Huber Technologies vertical screw screen at the wastewater treatment plant.  Motion carried.

New Business:

a. Nick Liegel stated Peoples Community Bank requires a Resolution to allow the Fire Department to proceed with construction.  Liegel stated the agreement stated the loan figures would be based on 2007 equalized values, but the Township wants it to be based off each year’s equalized values, so it will be re-calculated each year.  Mark Nelson arrived at 7:09 p.m.  Liegel stated the maximum amount of the loan would be $2.4 million.  Prem moved and Hausner seconded to approve the Spring Green Fire/EMS to go into borrowing for a new facility not to exceed $2.5 million.  Motion carried.
b. Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve Resolution R-0804 ratifying the entry into and amending an inter-governmental cooperation agreement relating to the creation and operation of the Spring Green Fire Protection District with the understanding that Prem will sign the Resolution after it is re-worded to include that the loan will be re-calculated every year based on equalized value.  Motion carried.
c. Prem stated he took the initiative of contacting Mary Brey at Peoples Community Bank to start a donation account for flood relief.  Prem stated the account will be set up similar to existing village accounts, so the required signatures would be the same.  Hottmann inquired as to whether the funds would be for the Township only.  Prem stated at this point funds would be for the Township only, and it would need to be agreed upon with the Township on how funds will be disbursed.  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to allow the creation of a flood donation account at Peoples Community Bank.  Motion carried.
d. Benson stated there was a good turn out for the dinner at the Middle School tonight, and they were planning on holding another dinner tomorrow.  Prem suggested keeping an updated address list of victims with contact numbers.  Benson stated those looking for a place to take a shower could utilize the Middle School.  Prem stated he was looking for a new location for the food pantry, as the Middle School has to have some construction work done this summer.  Barb & Andy Ringelstetter arrived at 7:47 p.m.  Prem stated the following needed to be addressed:  drinking water for Township residents, immunizations for village Public Works/Police Dept., if counseling is available.  Dawn Eno & Jerry Schmidt arrived at 7:49 p.m.  Schmidt stated we need help getting word to the Township residents to be cautious in finding reputable contractors to assist with repairs.  Eno stated she was working on a list of contractors and a list of long term housing.  Prem stated at today’s 4:00 p.m. conference call, they stressed the importance of record keeping and pictures.  Prem stated the Village Office could be utilized as a collection point for pictures.  Schmidt stated if FEMA offers a low interest loan, take it – you do not have to use it and it is good for one year.  Prem stated our staff needs to record their activity very closely.  Irv Snyder and Benny Stenner arrived at 8:03 p.m.  Prem stated he spoke with Steve Spoffard at Alliant Energy and Alliant would try to isolate as many areas as possible and look at options for restoring power.  Prem recommended the Township procure an electrician to inspect do all of the homes rather than each homeowner doing it themselves.  Stenner stated he received a call from FEMA and they will be here Thursday or Friday, and he will try to get more information from the assessment team.  Stenner stated they work on a case by case basis, but will start with an assessment of the entire area.  Stenner stated he appreciated the Fire Department’s presence at Prairie View the entire day yesterday and stated they were looking for more volunteers to help move furniture.  Stenner expressed a great appreciation to the Village in working together with the Township.  Stenner stated one of our immediate needs is to try and handle the water around the Prairie homes, and try to get some of it down.  Stenner stated he was open to any suggestions.  Snyder stated all the systems in the Prairie Sanitary District are shut down and the pumps can not be fixed, because the shut off valve has to be located first, and everything is under water at this point.

General Public Comment: Kraemer stated the PSD systems are designed to be able to change the pumps without shutting them down because they have check valves installed on them.  Wade stated he received an aerial view of the Prairie View area and stated Highway 14 is basically a man-made levy.  Wade stated the water is trying to get to the river, and a long-term solution needed to be made.  Stenner stated there is more to it than that.  Stenner stated he has made a commitment to make an effort to find answers to solve this problem.  Wade stated if Highway 14 changed the definition of the flood plain for that area, it should have been changed on the deeds.  Kannenberg stated this was not the first time we have confronted this issue, and suggested talking to the people that were affected with similar issues from the 1993 flood event.  A person from the audience stated he was concerned in regards to Prairie View security, noting that he did not see any law enforcement down there that morning and was concerned about people going into the subdivision and looting from the empty homes.  Prem stated the Village would continue to work with the Township on law enforcement issues.  Carlson expressed the importance of calling Sauk County Emergency Management to report any damage.  Andy Ringelstetter stated the Board needs to stress that the reality is the water is going to take a long time to go away.  Prem stated we are working on pumping options, but we need to be very careful not to create another situation – we can’t just pump water to another location, as it may cause a whole new set of problems.

At 8:39 p.m. Prem moved and Hausner seconded to convene into closed session under Section 19.85 (1)(e) of the Wisconsin Statutes for “Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session”.  Roll Call Vote, Ayes:  Prem, Marcus, Hausner, Feiner, Hottmann and Liegel.  Nelson was absent.  Motion carried.
