Minutes of Regular Session
Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on March 26, 2008 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.    
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Tom Wermuth, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, and Vern Liegel.  Dale Hottmann and Doug Feiner were absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Chuck Ruetten, Dave Radel, Doug Jones, Nick Liegel, Dawn Eno, Michelle Richardson, Diane Likhite, Cathy Shaw, Mary Peterzak, Don Greenwood, Greg Jewell, Jim Mann, Patty Brooks, Kolby Hirth, Jan McCormick, Bob Tennant, Deb Tichenan, Gale Tichenor, Irv Snyder, Mike Birr and Jenny Pappas.

Approve Agenda:  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Marcus seconded to approve the minutes of the March 12, 2008 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Hausner moved and Wermuth seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following: 

a. Approval of Financial Report.

b. Approval of Disbursements.

c. Approval of Spring Clean Up for April 23 & 24, 2008.

Old Business:   

a. Jim Mann, a representative from Ehlers & Associates, described the process to create a TIF District.  Ed Lilla arrived at 7:06 p.m.  Mann stated Ehlers & Associates has assisted Spring Green in the creation of TIF Districts in the past.  Mann described Ehlers’ TIF Contract for Services, noting the contract was divided into the following four phases:  Feasibility Phase, Public Participation Phase, Final Documentation and State Filing Phase and On-Going Services Phase.   Wermuth asked if the taxes generated from the increased property value can be used for landscaping, buffers and trees.  Mann stated typically the monies are used for water and sewer structure and streets, but funds can be used for landscaping as well.  Prem asked if there would be a problem using the funds for landscaping if part of the land was dedicated back to the Village.  Mann stated there are ways around that.  Prem asked Mann if there would be a need for a developer agreement if the Village funds the improvements directly.  Mann stated no developer agreement would be necessary if the Village funds the improvements. If the Village provides a monetary incentive to the developer, a developer agreement will be required.  Prem asked how the Joint Review Board gets appointed.  Mann stated a letter would be sent to the chief elected official of each jurisdiction, and they would have the option to either accept, or appoint someone else.  The fifth member would be appointed by the Joint Review Board and would be a resident of the community with no financial tie to the end user.  Prem asked how long the feasibility study would take.  Mann stated it could be completed in approximately two weeks.  Prem asked if the planning costs could be charged back to the TIF District.  Mann stated yes, if the TIF District is created.  Mann stated the cost of the feasibility study would be approximately $3,000.00.  Mann stated as long as the TIF District is in place by September 30, 2008, the baseline value is taken as of January 1, 2008.  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the Feasibility Phase for the TIF District process with Ehlers & Associates.  Motion carried.  Prem asked to have the feasibility study by either the April 9th or 23rd Board Meeting.  Mann stated he would aim to have a draft available the week before April 9th.
b. Prem stated the Plan Commission and JEZC met last week and recommended proceeding with zoning change with a strong recommendation to incorporate vegetation buffers on the plan.  Prem stated we have had discussions for special meetings along the way.  Prem stated the annexation process started on March 11, 2008, and the State has a twenty day review period, so their cut off to finalize their review would be on April 3, 2008.  Prem proposed a special meeting to be held on Monday, April 7, 2008, to approve the annexation.  Prem stated there was no need to act on this item this evening because there would have to be a contingency on the motion.  Prem stated we can approve the re-zoning on April 7 or 9, 2008.  Wermuth moved and Hausner seconded to open up the discussion to public comment.  Motion carried.  Michelle Richardson stated Cardinal was a bad neighbor, and she was strongly against the re-zoning.  Richardson stated this is not the place for another factory, and urged the Board to vote no to the re-zoning change.  Dawn Eno stated on behalf of the Spring Green Chamber of Commerce, they fully support Cardinal as they are a good community partner.  Eno stated Spring Green can not afford to lose any businesses.  Marcus stated we do wish to have dialog with the village residents, and I have received many comments in support of Cardinal.  Marcus urged residents to attend the April 7, 2008 Special Board Meeting.  Marcus stated he would explain his vote at the April 9, 2008 Board Meeting.  Prem moved and Hausner seconded to table action on item 6b until the following meeting.  Motion carried.
7.
New Business:
a. Crary explained that Bernie Stuntabeck has been scheduling the youth softball and baseball leagues for over 20 years, and has expressed the desire to pass the duty on to someone else.  The board discussed ideas on how to find a replacement.  Prem stated he would take the coaches contact list and make some phone calls to get an idea if anyone would be willing to take the task.  No action taken.
b. Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the transfer of the terms and conditions of the Spring Green Zoning Review and Engineering Master Contract from Clark Dietz, Inc. to Jewell Associates Engineers, Inc.  Motion carried.
c. Wilkins stated St. Luke’s School has requested the CounterAct and GREAT programs for the Plain students.  Wilkins stated Officer Kurek does not have contact with the Plain students until they enter 9th grade, and this would be a good opportunity to have more face time with the students in the Plain area.  Wilkins stated he spoke with Jamie Benson and Benson was in favor of providing the programs in Plain.  Wermuth moved and Hausner seconded to allow the Spring Green Police Department to provide St. Luke’s School with the CounterAct and GREAT programs.  Motion carried.
d. Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to schedule a Special Board Meeting on Monday, April 7, 2008.  Motion carried.

8.
General Public Comment: Nick Liegel stated the Rural Development Loan for the new Fire Station was approved on Monday, March 10, and the interest rate will be 4.375%.  Liegel stated all paperwork needed to be signed by Thursday, March 27, or the interest rate would go up a half percent.  Shelley inquired as to what the process was to get an item on the agenda, and asked if a letter to the board automatically goes on the agenda.  Prem said, “It varies, depending on the situation.  Prem stated requests are normally submitted to Crary who then checks with me.  I can decide if the item will go on the agenda or not, and if I decide not to put an item on the agenda, all it takes is two trustees to overturn my decision.”
