Minutes of Regular Session
Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 13, 2008 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.    
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Tom Wermuth, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Doug Feiner, and Vern Liegel.  Dale Hottmann was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Kevin Wilkins, Louise Dotter, Jan Hoffman, Pam Kruschke, Eric Ferguson, Mary D’Alton, Cynthia Shelley, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.

Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Wermuth seconded to approve the minutes of the January 23, 2008 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

Old Business:   

a. Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the third reading of the Village of Spring Green Ordinance, Section 25-7 Failure to Pay Forfeiture.  Motion carried.
b. Prem asked the board to review the ordinance codification notes that were presented in the packets.  Prem suggested scheduling another meeting to finish the review.  Dotter stated she has some questions on ordinances after section 250.  No action taken.

New Business:
a. Wipperfurth stated the effluent piping at the waste water treatment needed to be replaced.  Wipperfurth stated the proposal from J.F. Ahern did not include bypass pumping, and J.F. Ahern notified Wipperfurth that they are slow right now and would be able to complete the job within one week.  Feiner asked how long the new piping would last.  Wipperfurth stated it has the same life expectancy as the current piping which is approximately 30 years.  Cynthia Shelley, Mary D’Alton and Eric Ferguson arrived at 7:09 p.m.  Prem asked Wipperfurth to get pricing for the bypass pumping, and if it was going to cost over $1,500, to bring it back before the board.  Hausner moved and Wermuth seconded to approve the proposal from J.F. Ahern Co. for replacement of the 10” effluent line at the waste water treatment plant for $15,125.00, contingent upon bypass pumping not to exceed a cost of $2,000.00.  Motion carried.
b. Wermuth moved and Liegel seconded to reimburse Greater Madison Construction & Remodeling $502.23 for personal property taxes as requested.  Motion carried.
c. Dotter updated the board on the Safe Routes to School Project.  Dotter stated grants are available for planning and infrastructure.  Dotter stated the Safe Routes Committee met on February 12, and are currently in the process of getting the community involved.  Dotter stated the committee would work on data collection over the next few weeks.  Dotter stated the Safe Routes to School Project would involve the village and a two-mile radius into the township.  Dotter stated the School District, Village Board and Township Board needs to agree to administer whatever grant funds are received.  Dotter stated the cost to the Village of Spring Green would be purely administrative, and that she was more than willing to volunteer her time if needed.
d. Crary stated the December 2007 Financial Report does not include bills received in January/February, 2008 for 2007.  Crary stated overall, revenue was up and expenses were under collectively.  No action taken.
e. Marcus moved and Hausner seconded to approve Resolution R-0802 to amend The Village of Spring Green 2007 Budget as presented.  Motion carried.

Hausner and Wipperfurth updated the board as to the items of discussion at the February 5, 2008 Park & Recreation Committee Meeting.  Shelley suggested having a specialized person other than a public works department employee responsible for the pool.  Prem stated the pool manager would be a good candidate for that position; however, the manager position turns over every couple of years due to the fact that the position is usually held by a college student, hence the village would have to re-certify someone new every couple of years.  Hausner stated the partition was discussed, along with the new lounge chairs and fence challengers.  Hausner stated the Lions Club is interested in helping out with the non-structural improvements.  Hausner stated once Wipperfurth receives bids for the slide and baby pool changes, the Park & Recreation Committee will meet with the Lions Club again and will then bring the subject back before the board.
