Minutes

Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission

And Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee

Wednesday, October 15, 2008

Held at Village Office

154 N. Lexington Street

Immediately following the Hearing at 7:00 p.m.

1. Prem called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. Plan Commission members present: Greg Prem, Michael Broh, Lew Averill, Linda Donnelly and Joel Marcus. Bob Tennant and Brad Hutnik were absent.

Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee members present: Irv Snyder, Benny Stenner and Fred Iausly.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Ed Lilla and Dan Ruetten.

2. Wendy Crary appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Snyder, second by Iausly to approve the agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the September 17, 2008 Plan Commission Hearing and Meeting. Prem requested that minutes reflect that there was one vacant seat as Keith Symon resigned and therefore was not absent from the meeting. Motion by Marcus, second by Broh to approve the minutes as amended. Motion passed with all in favor.

5. Convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee. No action necessary already convened as a Joint Meeting.

6. Preliminary consultation with Dan Ruetten regarding the possibility of a Certified Survey map to divide parcel #032-0656 into two lots, located south of Kennedy Road and adjacent to Westwood Subdivision, Town of Spring Green. Iausly informed the Plan Commission that Ruetten brought the proposed CSM before the Town Plan Commission. The Town of Spring Green Plan Commission had concerns surrounding the fact that with the recent flooding and loss of residential lots and requested that Ruetten reconsider dividing the property into four lots instead of two, this would allow more residential in the lots in the Town of Spring Green that would most likely not be effected if another flood event were to occur. Ed Lilla stated that the only concern that he had was that the Final CSM have the right-of-way recorded on it. Iausly stated, “One of the things that has been discussed by the township is the need to reevaluate the Comprehensive Plan regarding development.” Iausly continued by saying, “I think we need to establish where we are going to allow development to occur.” Ruetten said, “I would like to leave the proposed CSM the way it is because I was approached by a potential buyer for lots of this size, if that does not come to fruition I will reconsider dividing it into four lots.” Averill asked how the common property line was established on the CSM. Ruetten responded, “If you come out to the site you would know why, it has a lot to do with wooded area and open space.” The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed zoning designations for the property. Snyder asked Ruetten, “If the governing bodies were to allow you to rezone at no cost, would you consider dividing it into more lots?” Lilla pointed out that dividing the property into four lots could cause the land division to be subject to subdivision requirements, which is very costly. Marcus stated, “I sympathize with the town and their need for more lots, however to require Ruetten to change the zoning when this division is allowed in the current zoning is unfair.” Snyder replied, “I agree, however we were hoping Ruetten would reconsider.” Prem stated, “From a Village perspective and an ordinance perspective it complies with everything.” “I sympathize with the Town’s perspective, however it meets all requirements.” Dan Ruetten was given the recommendation to proceed with the CSM but to correct the issue regarding the right-of-way. No action was necessary.
7. Information from Linda Donnelly regarding Economic Gardening concepts and Rural Economic Development. Donnelly informed the Plan Commission and JEZC that she had attended a seminar and wanted to distribute some of the information regarding the topics. Donnelly handed out information entitled “Planning for Green Communities” and a packet of information from the seminar. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the Economic Gardening concepts.
8. Information from the Center for Community and Economic Development, University of Wisconsin-Extension regarding a Focus on Sustainability Webinar Educational Series.

9. Information from Sauk County Planning and Zoning Department regarding the online discussion forum at www.sauk;lan.org. 
10. Motion by Donnelly, second by Marcus to convene as the Plan Commission at 8:42 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.
11. Discussion and possible action to add “Special Trade Contractors” as a conditional use under Section 3.05 in the B-1 District. Motion by Donnelly, second by Marcus to recommend approval to amend the zoning ordinance to add “Special Trade Contractors” as a conditional use under Section 3.05 in the B-1 District. Motion passed with all in favor.

12. Discussion and possible action to add “Special Trade Contractors” as a permitted use under Section 3.05A in the B-2 District. Motion by Averill, second by Marcus to recommend approval to amend the zoning ordinance to add “Special Trade Contractors” as a permitted use under Section 3.05A in the B-2 District. Motion passed with all in favor.  

13. General Public Comment. There was no general public comment.

14. Adjourn. Motion by Broh, second by Donnelly to adjourn at 8:50 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.
