3. Motion by Tennant, second by Donnelly to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Motion by Marcus, second by Iausly, to approve minutes from the October 15, 2008 Plan Commission Hearing and Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Motion passed with all in favor.

5. Discussion and possible action on a Certified Survey Map submitted by Dan Ruetten to divide parcel #032-0656 into two lots, located south of Kennedy Road and adjacent to Westwood Subdivision, Town of Spring Green, WI.

Motion by Tennant, second by Donnelly, to recommend approval. Joint Vote. Motion passed with all in favor.

6. Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik, to adjourn joint meeting and convene as the Plan Commission at 7:05pm.  Motion passed with all in favor.

7. Discussion and possible action on a Certified Survey Map submitted by Usonian Inn to combine two existing parcels, Lots 1 & 2 of CSM 4371.  Motion by Averill, second by Tennant, to recommend approval of CSM with the stipulation the drive off of Hwy 14 is never connected with the drive off of Davies Road.  Motion passed with all in favor.

8. General Public Comment.  Rob Greenleaf and Scott Hodgden inquired about addition of a porch on the home at 108 S. Winsted Street that will encroach on the 25 ft set back by six feet.  The plan commission reviewed Greenleaf’s property and proposal and suggested he proceed with the conditional use process for reduced setback.
