1. Liegel called meeting to order at 6:00pm.  Committee members present: Vern Liegel, and Mark Nelson. Gene Hausner was absent.  Others present: Wendy Crary and Greg Wipperfurth.

2. Review and approve agenda.  Motion by Nelson, second by Liegel to approve the agenda.  Motion passed with all in favor.

3. Wendy Crary was appointed minute taker.

4. Discussion and possible action on upgrades/maintenance to the Municipal Parks and Pool.  Greg Wipperfurth reviewed the prices with the committee members for upgrades at the pool, which included umbrellas, basketball assemblies and volleyball stanchions. Nelson stated, “It would be nice to get the volleyball net and two basketball hoops at approximately $5800 to $6000. Motion by Nelson, second by Liegel to present the proposal to the Village Board for the installation of two basketball hoops, volleyball stanchions and six lounge chairs. Motion passed with all in favor. The committee discussed painting the pool. Motion by Nelson, second by Liegel to recommend painted the pool based on the quote received from D.L. Painting. Motion passed with all in favor. The committee discussed the timeline for closing the pool. Wipperfurth informed the committee that he would like to replace the bark mulch with pea gravel at the parks. Motion by Nelson, second by Liegel to recommend pea gravel for replacement of bark mulch at North Park and South Park Motion passed with all in favor.

5. Discussion and possible action on requirements for rest period at the Municipal Pool. The committee discussed the rest period length which is currently from 3:00 p.m. to 3:30 p.m. They also discussed the doors to the bathhouse being closed to minors during the rest period due to theft and vandalism. Motion by Nelson, second by Liegel to reduce the rest period at the Municipal Pool from 3:00 p.m. – 3:15 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor. Motion by Nelson, second by Liegel to have the doors to the bathhouse remain closed, not locked, to all minors during the fifteen-minute rest period. Motion passed with all in favor.

7. Adjournment.  Motion by Nelson, second by Liegel to adjourn at 7:51 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
