Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on March 11, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Doug Feiner was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Kevin Wilkins, Jan Hoffman, Greg Wipperfurth, Paul Kardatzke and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the February 25, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

a. Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.

b. Wipperfurth stated during the process of repairing the grit removal system at the waste water treatment plant, it was discovered the conveyor needed to be replaced, rather than re-lined.  Wipperfurth stated he obtained a quote from Process Equipment Repair Services, Inc. for $17,200 to repair the grit removal system and build a new conveyor out of stainless steel.  Wipperfurth stated he obtained a quote from J.F. Ahern for $49,972 for the same work.  Prem moved and Liegel seconded to rescind repairs authorized by the board at the February 25, 2009 Board Meeting for $6,900 and approve the quote from Process Equipment Repair, Inc. for $17,200 for repair of the grit removal system and to build a conveyor out of stainless steel.  Motion carried.
c. The board discussed possible dates for the Employee Appreciation Dinner.  No action taken.
d. Prem stated the League of Wisconsin Municipalities has issued opinions regarding village boards taking action during general public comment.  Prem stated if a comment arises from a resident during the general public comment portion of the board meeting, the board can hold a formal discussion, but cannot take any action.  Marcus stated using the public comment portion of the board meeting was not a place to discuss future agenda items, and any requests for agenda items should go through Crary.  No action taken.
