Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on April 22, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Doug Feiner was absent.  Also present were Greg Wipperfurth, Jan Hoffman, Linda Donnelly, Brian Fuller, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve the minutes of the April 8, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Marcus moved and Nelson seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Hausner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

New Business:  
a. Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve the proposal for sludge hauling from J & S Slurry, LLC as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Wipperfurth asked why the dog park needed to be burned, as the Public Works Department mowed it last year.  Fuller stated the park needs to be burned one time per year for three years.  Fuller stated they were planning the burn on April 23, pending approval from the board.  Hottmann asked if the neighbors had been notified.  Fuller stated they have in the past, but for this burn it was not a priority to notify anyone because there was such a low fuel load and it would go fairly fast.  Hottmann asked if the dog park was going to open soon.  Fuller stated it was let go last year due to the flooding, and they planned to open it in June of 2009.  Marcus moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the burn request submitted by the Spring Green Village Dog Park Committee as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Wilkins stated the Village of Plain is trying to decide what route to take and they need to make a decision soon, as it is a busy time of the year.  Wilkins stated Plain does not anticipate hiring anyone for at least three months and this would be a good chance for us to help our neighbors.  Liegel asked if part-time workers would be utilized and if so, would they stay under the 600 hour state retirement cap.  Wilkins stated he would try to keep the part-time officers under the 600 hour cap, and has built in extra cost into the contract to cover that cost if necessary.  Hausner asked if this would impact services to the Village of Spring Green.  Wilkins stated he has enough part-time staff to work the necessary hours in Plain, and Officer Kurek will be more readily available after school is out for the summer.  Marcus asked if Wilkins would be utilizing the Plain squad car.  Wilkins stated the Plain squad would be utilized, and the Spring Green squads would stay here in Spring Green.  Hausner asked about liability coverage.  Wilkins stated our rates will not increase; however, liability coverage has to be maintained on our officers.  Marcus suggested specifying that our officers would adhere to the Spring Green Policies and Procedures manual.  Wilkins stated that would be added to the contract.  Prem asked if Wilkins was comfortable with the arrangement.  Wilkins stated he was comfortable with the agreement and wanted to help our neighbors.  Marcus stated it seems to be a better course to proceed with the contract, as Spring Green may be called for mutual aid anyway.  Hausner asked if Plain had contacted Sauk County.  Wilkins stated Plain had contacted Sauk County and their price was a lot higher, and they would not be able to enforce local ordinance.  Wilkins stated the Spring Green police could enforce local ordinance, which would be a big plus for Plain.  Prem moved and Marcus seconded to approve the request by the Village of Plain for temporary contractual police services by the Spring Green Police Department as presented with the modification that Spring Green officers abide by the Spring Green Policies and Procedures Manual.  Motion carried.
d. Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the Joint Powers Agreement for the Sauk County 911 Emergency System as presented.  Motion carried.
e. Liegel moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the rules of procedure for the village board as presented.  Motion carried.
f. Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to accept the following committee appointments as recommended by Prem:  Board of Zoning Appeals – reappoint Nick Liegel and Michael Mertens and have one vacant seat.  Downtown Design – reappoint Paul Kardatzke and Yvonne Notbohm.  Joint Extraterritorial Zoning – reappoint Bradley Hutnik and Bob Tennant.  Park & Recreation – appoint Mark Nelson to chair and appoint Doug Feiner.  Plan Commission – reappoint Greg Prem, Joel Marcus, Bradley Hutnik and Bob Tennant.  Motion carried.
g. Hausner stated the Park & Recreation Committee inventoried shelter/park reservation rates of surrounding communities and recommended raising the Spring Green shelter reservation fee to $40.00, with a security deposit of $50.00.  Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to raise the park shelter reservation fee to $40.00 with a security deposit of $50.00 effective immediately.  Motion carried.
h. Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the grant agreement between the Village of Spring Green and the Office of Energy Independence as presented.  Motion carried.
