Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on May 27, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Dale Hottmann, Doug Feiner and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Kelly Feiner, Greg Wipperfurth, Jan Hoffman, Al Lien, Mary Lien, James Thering, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla, Jerry Baryenbruch, Paul Kardatzke, Linda Donnelly, Terry Shifflet and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to approve the minutes of the May 13, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Marcus moved and Liegel seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

Old Business:
a. Wipperfurth went over the revised bid from Fahrner Asphalt Sealers, noting the original estimate had the wrong measurement for Baltimore Street.  Hottmann asked if Wipperfurth preferred black slag.  Wipperfurth stated it was up to the board, as either option has some mess involved with it.  Hottmann stated he would like to try the black slag option.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the bid from Fahrner Asphalt Sealers using black slag for chip sealing village streets in the amount of $16,448 and $2,356 for the Christ Lutheran Church parking lot, of which the village will pay for half for a total of $1,178.  Motion carried.
b. Wipperfurth went over the quotes from D.L. Painting Plus, noting their bid would be good until the fall.  Wipperfurth stated D.L. Painting told him the epoxy did not stick to the pool house floor the last time it was coated because it was not sand blasted first.  Nelson suggested waiting until fall and trying to find other alternatives in the meantime.  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to table action on the repair of the pool house floor until the July 8, 2009 Board Meeting.  Motion carried.
c. Nelson stated only one fencing company had gotten back to him and their quote was almost 50% more than the two previous quotes.  No action taken.
7.
New Business:  
a.
Donnelly went over the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act’s Energy Efficiency & Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) noting the maximum grant amount will be $225,000 and projects such as insulation, HVAC, lighting and windows could be combined.  Donnelly stated the purpose of the grant is to retain and create jobs.  She said the application is due at the end of June/early July, and the money would be awarded sometime in September of this year.  Donnelly stated Spring Green will be given special consideration because of the participation in the pilot program.  Prem asked how much time/resources would be needed for filling out the grant applications.  Kardatzke stated it should only take a couple of hours.  Donnelly stated she is working on organizing walk-through energy audits for some time in June.  No action taken.
b.
Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the request submitted by the River Valley Booster Club for a waiver of water and sewer hookup fees for their new outdoor concession stand.  Motion carried.
c.
Wipperfurth stated the oxidation drive units at the wastewater treatment have been in place since 1986, and are in need of repair as the seals on the drive shaft went out this spring.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the bid from J.F. Ahern for $3,215 to repair the oxidation drive units at the wastewater treatment plant.  Motion carried.
d.
Lilla stated the permit application for newly mandated safety improvements to the drain the swimming pool has been approved by the state and the kiddie pool application will be reviewed next week.  Lilla went over the costs associated with the project, noting it would cost around $10,000 when all is said and done.  Lilla stated if the grates are ordered and the applications have been submitted, the pool will  not get shut down.  Hottmann asked if Lilla felt the engineering costs on this project were running extremely high.  Prem stated he felt the village was handed a sack of crap from the feds who then passed it to the state and no one at the state could answer any questions.  Lilla noted their work to date included researching and interpreting the new law, pool plumbing and site condition evaluation, preparation of drawings of plumbing plans and proposed pool modifications, and a substantial effort researching and contacting vendors to determine grate systems that would work for the pool without sump modification.  Prem moved and Hausner seconded to approve the billing from Jewell and Associates for the Virginia Graeme Baker Act (VGBA) through May 29, 2009, funds to come from the pool - capital outlay line item of the budget.  Motion carried.
e.
Lilla stated Jerry Sprecher is concerned about standing water and did not necessarily disagree with Sprecher’s proposal to dedicate the area at the North end of the village; however, the question is who pays for the dedication process, survey, attorney fees, etc.  Prem asked if park land dedication was still required at Cross Lanes Estates.  Lilla confirmed the park land dedication still needed to be completed.  Prem stated Sprecher should just roll those two dedications together, as the village should not be responsible for funding this project.  The consensus of the board was to have Lilla approach Sprecher on paying for the process and rolling it together with the park land dedication.  No action taken.
f.
Lilla stated he did not have any problem with Meise’s partial pay request for the 2009 stormwater projects.  Lilla stated his past discussions with Meise was to let the soils sit and dry out for several weeks prior to completion of the work.  Lilla stated he does not want to haul in and pay for additional fill material to build the gravel access road if it is not needed.  Lilla suggested extending the contract 60-90 days.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve Pay Request #1 from Meise Construction for the 2009 Stormwater Projects in the amount of $29,772, extend the contract 60-90 days and to add the payment to the disbursements list for payment May 28, 2009.  Motion carried.
g.
Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to amend Section 3.13 Downtown Design District – Designation of the Downtown Design Committee to read as follows “One of the additional members should be a representative of downtown businesses and the remaining two should be chosen at large, Village residency is preferred but not required.”  Motion carried.
h.
Crary went over the Memo of Understanding between the Village of Spring Green and Sauk County noting the clerk’s office was capable of doing the work, but it would take too much time away from performing regular duties.  Crary recommended approval of the memo and noted it provided a solid number for budgeting purposes.  Marcus moved and Hausner seconded to approve the 2010-2012 Memo of Understanding between The Village of Spring Green and County of Sauk for the Statewide Voter Registration System.  Motion carried.
i.
Wilkins stated a during a trial period of allowing parking on both sides of Madison Street, bottlenecks were experienced.  Wilkins stated there are a large number of heavy vehicles that utilize Madison Street, and the biggest concern of the residents was fear of vehicles getting side swiped.  Wilkins stated he would like to keep Madison Street south side parking only.  Al Lien and Terry Shifflet agreed with keeping the south side parking only.  Baryenbruch noted the Fire and EMS crews still utilize Madison Street if they are traveling west.  No action taken.
j.
Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to close the Village Office on Friday, July 3, 2009.  Motion carried.
k.
Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve a training request for Wendy Crary to attend the Master Academy for Public Officials.  Motion carried.
l.
Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve a training request for Jenny Pappas to attend the Annual Municipal Clerks and Treasurers Institute.  Motion carried.
