New Business:
a. Karna Hanna presented the annual report on the Sauk County Development Corporation.
b. Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to accept Charter Communications reorganization plan pursuant to Chapter 11 of the Bankruptcy Code as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Lilla went over the quote for the grates for the municipal swimming pool, noting there was only one vendor option.  Lilla recommended the village order the grates.  Lilla stated they are currently obtaining quotes for the grates for the kiddie pool.  Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to approve the quote from Neptune-Benson for two 30” x 30” anti-entrapment shields for the municipal swimming pool at a cost of $2,310.00.  Motion carried.

Old Business:  
a.
Prem stated there was no change on this item since the last board meeting and the building audits have been pushed back to July.  No action taken.
b.
Nelson stated Qual-Line Fencing came and walked the field at South Park and prepared a bid to fully-enclose the field for $15,796.32.  Nelson stated the Park & Recreation Committee recommended proceeding with the Qual-Line bid, whereby $15,000 would come from the South Park budget and the remainder would come from the General Park budget.  Feiner asked if any other projects needed to be done at South Park.  Prem stated the shelters may need work in a few years.  Nelson stated the large diamond at South Park is by far the heaviest utilized field and that a majority of the use was for local teams.  Prem stated fencing at the large field at South Park was a step in the right direction as it may curtail some of the vandalism issues.  Liegel moved and Prem seconded to accept the bid from Qual-Line to install fencing at the large diamond at South Park in the amount of $15,796.32.  Motion carried.
c.
Prem stated at the last board meeting, the consensus of the board was to solicit realtors for the potential sale of the post office.  Prem stated he drafted a letter and had Alan Peckham look it over.  Prem stated Peckham suggested putting a stipulation in the letter regarding the length of contract.  Prem suggested three to six months and stated the letter asks the realtors to get back to the village by July 1, 2009.  The consensus of the board was to add a 120-day length of contract stipulation to the letter.  Thering asked how much rent was received from the post office each year.  Prem stated approximately $55,000.  Thering asked why the village wanted to sell the post office.  Prem stated as time goes on, maintenance of the building increases and the village has approximately $500,000 invested in the building and land, which has already been recovered.  No action taken.

General Public Comment:  Melvin Licht stated the ditch at the end of North Cincinnati Street was about one-third full after the last rain and he saw children playing near it, which he feels is a concern.  Prem stated it is not a desirable situation, but is a requirement of the Department of Natural Resources.  Prem stated if it does reach a certain level, it will flow to the storm sewer.  Lilla stated the deepest it should ever get is about 2 ½ feet.
