Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on June 24, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Doug Feiner, and Dale Hottmann.  Vern Liegel was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Jan Hoffman, Andrew Kurek, Tom Gorman, Garry Harrop, Linda Donnelly and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to approve the minutes of the June 10, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

New Business:
a. Harrop stated Peoples Community Bank has been purchasing excess deposit insurance for village checking accounts.  Harrop stated insurance companies are getting out of the deposit insurance business.  Harrop suggested using a re-purchase agreement, whereby everything over $250K gets put into a sweep account on a daily basis.  Feiner asked if any other municipalities were going to participate in this program.  Harrop stated he is suggesting this program for larger municipalities and the school systems.  Crary stated she spoke with the auditors and they approved this system.  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the bank deposit guarantee bond cancellation and re-purchase agreements as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Donnelly stated the Energy Independence Committee met on Monday, June 22 and set their priorities as follows:  Municipal Swimming Pool – Site Assessment, High School - Solar Hot Water and photo-voltaic technology and Municipal Library – photo-voltaic technology.  Donnelly stated they were planning on assessing the wastewater treatment plant to potentially change from aerobic digestion to anaerobic digestion; however, it was off the table now because it was discovered that anaerobic digestion would not work.  Donnelly stated six people from Focus on Energy would be conducting walk through audits on July 23, 2009 and Ed Lilla was coordinating that effort.  No action taken.
c. The board discussed the water rate application.  Hottmann stated if the board were to increase the water rates at a high percentage, there would be many unhappy customers.  Hausner stated the future monetary needs to be considered, and future projects need to be taken into consideration.  Marcus stated a large amount of capital may be needed in the future for expansion or repairs.  Prem stated he would rather do a small increase now and additional small increases every other year or so.  Hottmann asked why a 10% increase was not an option.  Prem stated the PSC would probably not approve that small of an increase.  The board discussed how much of an increase to make.  Prem stated once the process starts with the PSC there is really no turning back.  Hottmann asked what the auditor suggested.  Prem stated the PSC starts at 7% rate of return, but you can request less.  Nelson suggested going with a 2% rate of return which would be a 23% increase of the water rate.  Nelson asked when the increase would go into effect.  Prem stated probably not until the beginning of 2010.  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to proceed with the water rate application with the PSC using a 2% rate of a return, which amounts to a 23% increase in water rates.  Motion carried.
d. Crary stated she was very pleased with Wendorff Assessing and recommended approval of the 2010 contract.  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the 2010 Property Assessment contract submitted by Wendorff Assessing as presented.  Motion carried.

Update on space needs study, ordinance codification, employee personnel policy, and capital inventory list.  Prem stated he put together a PDF version of the ordinance document and Crary will put it on the village website.  Crary stated the board will need to approve a resolution and then a publication will have to take place before the ordinances are approved.  Pappas stated she was done entering road information and emailed the spreadsheets to Lilla who is reviewing them at this time.  There was no update on the space needs study and employee personnel policy.
