Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on July 8, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Dale Hottmann, Doug Feiner and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Jan Hoffman, Greg Wipperfurth, Allan Peckham, Ed Lilla, Greg Jewell, Dawn Eno, James Thering and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the June 24, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

At 7:02 p.m. Prem moved and Hausner seconded to convene into closed session under Section 19.85(1)(g) of the Wisconsin State Statutes for "Conferring with legal counsel for the governmental body who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved.”  Roll Call Vote, Ayes; Prem, Nelson, Marcus, Hausner, Hottmann, Feiner and Liegel.  Motion carried.

Nelson moved and Marcus seconded to reconvene into open session at 7:18 p.m.  Motion carried.

Old Business:

a.
Wipperfurth stated Shannon Stephens was interested in bidding on the repairs to the municipal pool house floor, but he had not received a quote from him yet.  The consensus of the board was to obtain a quote from Tom Porter as well.  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to table discussion and possible action on repairs to the municipal pool house floor until the July 22, 2009 Board Meeting.  Motion carried.
b.
Prem stated responses were received from three realtors.  Driftless Area respectfully declined, First Weber and Heffron were both interested, although Heffron was only verbal at this point.  Prem stated he could contact the realtors and ask to set a higher asking price.  Prem stated two of the realtors may have interested parties.  Prem stated personally he would look at First Weber, as they have a high level of experience.  Hottmann asked if there was an acceptable price, or if we are going by the seat of our pants.  Prem stated we can put all of the numbers together, but there is no way of knowing what the market is going to do, and how much additional building maintenance will be incurred.  Marcus stated we need to look at the broad picture too, bearing in mind that the main reason for the potential sale of the property would be to raise funds for space needs.  The board discussed the future building maintenance.  Hottmann stated the board should analyze this from as many viewpoints as possible to make sure the village is getting the best return on their investment.  Thering asked if the building had ever been appraised.  Prem stated the building had never been formally appraised.  Prem asked the board if they would like to obtain pricing on appraisals and bring them to the next board meeting.  The consensus of the board was to bring pricing for appraisers to the next board meeting.  No action taken.

New Business:
a. Eno stated the sign located at the Gruber property needs new vinyl which the chamber will pay for.  Eno stated the new sign design had been approved by the Department of Transportation.  Hottmann stated the Budda figure may be offensive to some people, and asked Eno if they had thought of that.  Eno stated that was never considered.  Eno stated there is currently no signage to draw people to the downtown.  Marcus asked for clarification on what the chamber was asking for.  Eno stated the chamber was requesting $600 for the sign to be located in the Forest View Subdivision.  Eno stated the $600 would cover the cost of the sign and the aluminum backing.  Prem asked what the life expectancy of the sign was.  Eno stated approximately five years.  Prem stated he would feel more comfortable if there was written permission for the sign from the landowner.  The consensus of the board was that the sign is a good idea.  Prem asked Eno to obtain written permission from the landowner.  No action taken.
b. Wipperfurth stated the shaft of the oxidation drive was wore so much that it had to be pulled out with a crane and taken to Milwaukee to be welded and re-milled.  Wipperfurth stated this was not covered or expected in the original bid and the approximate cost would be four to five thousand dollars more than the original bid of $3,200.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the recommendation of Greg Wipperfurth to expend an additional $4,000 - $5,000 for repairs to the oxidation drive unit at the waste water treatment plant.  Motion carried.   
c. Nelson stated the Park & Recreation Committee met earlier in the evening and recommended a Family Fun Day at the municipal swimming pool on Sunday, August 2, 2009 from 1 pm – 5 pm.  Nelson stated there would be brats, hot dogs and drinks for sale and there would be a raffle for small door prizes, of which a family pool pass for next year would be one of the prizes.  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to authorize an expenditure from the park budget not to exceed $300 for Family Fun Day at the municipal swimming pool.  Motion carried.
d. Crary stated August 23, 3009 would be the last day the pool could be open to the public due to staffing.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to close the pool to the public on August 23, 2009 at 8:00 pm.  Motion carried.
e. Marcus stated the board does not donate money to organizations as a general practice, as it opens up the door for many requests from other organizations.  Marcus stated the Keep  Wisconsin Warm/Cool Fund was more appropriate for private/individual donations.  No action taken.
