Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on July 22, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 327 S. Winsted Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Dale Hottmann, Doug Feiner and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Kevin Wilkins, Jan Hoffman, Greg Wipperfurth, Dennis Tweedale, Dawn Eno, Michael DesBarres, Emil Crystal, Ryan Hewson, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Agenda:  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the July 8, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

Washington St. for the 9:45 to 10:00 a.m. morning recess Monday – Thursday, the 9:30 to 9:45 a.m. on Fridays and for the noon recess on days funerals are held at the Church.

New Business:
a. Dennis Tweedale from the League of Wisconsin Municipalities Mutual Insurance gave a presentation entitled In the Scope of Your Authority:  Preventing Public Officials’ Liability.  No action taken.  Dawn Eno arrived at 7:07 p.m.  Ed Lilla arrived at 7:30 p.m. 
b. Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the Spring Green Lions Club request to sponsor the Culpepper & Merriweather Circus to perform on August 17, 2009.  Motion carried.
c. Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve the Certified Survey Map (CSM) submitted by Tom Luther to divide parcel #032-0901 into two lots, parcel located at E4957 Jones Road, Town of Spring Green, WI.  Motion carried.
d. Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve the request submitted by Tom Luther to rezone a portion of parcel #032-0901, Lot 1 of a proposed two lot Certified Survey Map, E4957 Jones Road, Town of Spring Green from ARN Extraterritorial New Agricultural Residential District to ARE Extraterritorial Existing Agricultural Residential Residential District.  Motion carried.
e. Wilkins stated over the past three months, no issues or problems have arisen in regards to providing police services to the Village of Plain.  Wilkins stated he has received positive feedback from the Plain Village Board and the general public.  Wilkins stated he has brought in most of the part-time  officers to cover shifts in Plain to avoid any one officer reaching the 600 hour limit whereby if exceeded, some benefits would have to be provided.  Nelson asked if the contract continues to be extended through the end of the year, if there would be any issues with the 600 hour limit.  Wilkins stated there would be several different options for handling an extension through the end of the year.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the extension of the contract for police services for the Village of Plain until October 31, 2009.  Motion carried.
f. Wipperfurth stated he would be able to rent a bobcat, which includes a brush cutter, for one week at a cost of about $1,700.  Wipperfurth stated the maintenance of the retention ponds could be done in a week, as long as the ground is dry.  Hottmann asked if this maintenance would need to be done every year.  Wipperfurth stated this would be a yearly task.  Wipperfurth stated he would like to take care of the ponds at Forest View and then plant prairie grass.  Nelson moved and Hausner seconded to rent the necessary equipment per Wipperfurth’s recommendation for the maintenance of the retention ponds within the Village of Spring Green.  Motion carried.
g. Nelson stated the grounds at South Park were leveled off and the new fencing would be installed next week.  Nelson stated he had received a quote from Qual-Line for repairs to the fencing at North Park for $1,700.00.  Liegel stated St. Johns Home and School would pay $500.00 of that cost.  Crary stated there was $3,400.00 in the Park Repair/Maintenance budget line item.  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the repairs to the outfield fence at North Park.  Motion carried.
             n.   Michael DesBarres stated he has recently opened a temporary gallery/studio entitled Red Squared in the old Car Quest building, and asked for permission to place a large hay bale wrapped in red in the parking stall in front of the store for one week (August 7-14).  Hottmann asked if DesBarres had spoken with any of the neighboring business owners.  DesBarres stated no, but felt all would approve.  Marcus stated the board has allowed parking spaces to be blocked off in the past.  DesBarres stated they would bring the hay bale indoors during their off hours.  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the request to block two parking stalls in front of Red Squared located at 136 N. Lexington Street from August 7 – 14, 2009.  Motion carried.
h. Lilla stated he went to the job site with Meise and there is still one area he would like repaired, which would occur the second week in August.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve pay request #2 submitted by Meise Construction for the 2009 storm water project.  Motion carried.
i. Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the disbursements list as presented.  Motion carried.
j. Crary went over the prices sent by the various appraisers.  Marcus stated he felt more information was needed before making a decision.  Nelson suggested asking First Webber who to use.  Nelson moved and Feiner seconded to table discussion and possible action on the proposals received for an appraisal of the Post Office Building until the August 12, 2009 Board Meeting to allow time to solicit additional information.  Motion carried.
k. Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to proceed with the model floodplain ordinance provided by the WI Department of Natural Resources.  Motion carried.
l. Nelson moved and Hausner seconded to approve Resolution R-0904:  Resolution Providing for the Publication, Filing, Inspection, and Adoption of a Code of General Ordinances.  Motion carried.
m. Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the vacation request submitted by Wendy Crary.  Motion carried.
