Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on August 12, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village Trustee called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem (arrived at 7:07 p.m.), Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Dale Hottmann, Doug Feiner and Vern Liegel.  Mark Nelson was absent.  Also present were Greg Wipperfurth, Jenny Pappas, Kevin Wilkins, Allan Peckham, Eric Briehl, Jan Hoffman, Greg Jewell and Ed Lilla.
3. Approve Minutes:  Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the minutes of the July 22, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Marcus moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

At 7:03 p.m. Liegel moved and Marcus seconded to convene into closed session under Section 19.85(1)(g) of the Wisconsin State Statutes for "Conferring with legal counsel for the governmental body who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved.”  Roll Call Vote, Ayes; Marcus, Hausner, Hottmann, Feiner and Liegel.  Motion carried.

Liegel moved and Feiner seconded to reconvene into open session at 7:25 p.m.  Motion carried.

Old Business:




a.
Wipperfurth stated the school usually uses the pool the first few weeks of September and the bath house will be unavailable this year at that time, due to repairs to the floor taking place.  Briehl stated the students could change before arriving at the pool, so the bath house would not be required.  Briehl requested the pool remain open until mid to late September. The board discussed the costs of heating the pool.  Prem stated it costs approximately $900 per week to heat the pool in September.  Briehl stated the school does pay rent for the pool.  Prem stated he was in favor of extending the closing date past September 7.   Wipperfurth stated where he runs into a problem is with the swim team, because they want the pool to remain open as long as possible.  Wipperfurth stated an October 1 closing date would work great, if that worked with the school.  Briehl agreed an October 1 date would work.  Feiner moved and Hottmann seconded to close the municipal swimming pool for the 2009 season at the end of business on September 30, 2009.  Motion carried.  
b.
Prem stated we need to either pull the trigger on this item, or put it aside.  Prem stated our primary focus is not the property management business.  Prem stated after reviewing the sample appraisals, he was comfortable proceeding with Mark Mitchell.  Marcus stated he would also be comfortable with Mitchell.  Marcus moved and Hausner seconded to accept the proposal submitted by Mark Mitchell for the appraisal of the post office property.  Motion carried.

There was no discussion or action on the purchase or sale of public property.

New Business:
a. Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the contract renewal from Automatic Entrances of Wisconsin, Inc. as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Lilla went over the quotes for the grates at the kiddie pool.  Lilla recommended Halogen Supply as they were timelier in providing their quotation, and they were less expensive.  Lilla recommended ordering two grates, to have an extra on hand, as the kiddie pool gets more wear and tear.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to accept the bid from Halogen Supply for two grates for the kiddie pool at a cost of $235.30 plus shipping charges.  Motion carried.
c. Wilkins stated the Wisconsin Department of Transportation awarded the Spring Green Police Department a $4,000.00 grant to be used toward the purchase of traffic enforcement equipment.  Wilkins stated he would like to use the monies to purchase the following items:  laser speed detection mobile unit, rechargeable flashlights, LED safety cones/LED flares, traffic safety vests and LED traffic hand signs.  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to approve the purchase of traffic enforcement equipment recommended by Chief Wilkins, to be reimbursed by a Wisconsin Department of Transportation grant.  Motion carried.
d. Wilkins stated every year (except last year) the village donates $200.00 to the Sauk County TRIAD program.  Wilkins explained that the TRIAD program assists the senior citizens of Sauk County, via car care winterization check program and providing free cell phones.  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to approve a $200.00 donation to TRIAD of Sauk County.  Motion carried.
e. Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to continue utilizing Charter Communications Internet services.  Motion carried.
