Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on August 26, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Gene Hausner was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Jan Hoffman, Greg Jewell, Greg Wipperfurth, Allan Peckham, Cynthia Shelley, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Marcus seconded to approve the minutes of the August 12, 2009 Regular Board Meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Marcus requested item 5b be removed from the consent agenda for further discussion.  Liegel moved and Feiner seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

Motion carried.


Marcus inquired as to what the $2,600 bill for law enforcement was for.  Prem explained the bill was for traffic enforcement items, of which the cost will be reimbursed by the Wisconsin Department of Transportation grant that was recently awarded to the police department.  Marcus moved and Feiner seconded to approve item 5b of the Consent Agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

At 7:04 p.m. Prem moved and Feiner seconded to convene into closed session under Section 19.85(1)(g) of the Wisconsin State Statutes for "Conferring with legal counsel for the governmental body who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved.”  Roll Call Vote, Ayes; Prem, Nelson, Marcus, Hottmann, Feiner and Liegel.  Motion carried.

Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to reconvene into open session at 7:15 p.m.  Motion carried.

New Business:




a.
Wipperfurth stated the Department of Natural Resources requires the replacement of two to four fire hydrants per year if there are no street projects.  Wipperfurth stated he had a quote from H & K Construction to replace four old hydrants for $14,588.  Wipperfurth stated H & K Construction could replace the hydrants within one to two days, and they would not have to break up any cement to do their work.  Feiner requested Wipperfurth start budgeting for this yearly expense.  Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to have four village fire hydrants replaced by H & K Construction for $14,588.  Motion carried.
b.
Wipperfurth stated the 12 year old John Deere 935 is used for mowing and snow removal of  village sidewalks.  Wipperfurth stated the John Deere 935 is leaking oil badly, even after having it repaired.  Wipperfurth stated the cost to have it repaired again will be around $1,000.  Wipperfurth suggested purchasing a bobcat with a broom attachment, rather than repairing the John Deere 935.  Wipperfurth stated the cost of a diesel bobcat with tires would be approximately $27,900.  Liegel asked if there was a mower attachment for a bobcat.  Wipperfurth stated a mower attachment would be available and they could use that for ditch maintenance.  Cynthia Shelley arrived at 7:25 p.m.  Feiner stated he would like more information.  The consensus of the board was to have Wipperfurth come back with additional pricing/information.  No action taken.
c.
Crary stated by approving Chapter 1, the entire document is approved.  Crary stated the new ordinances would take effect the day after publication.  Shelley stated she felt the ordinance document was written very clearly and had the following comments:
· Section 30.3(c ) – Municipal Judge Salary:  Shelley asked if the judge gets a salary increase, shouldn’t training be required?  Crary stated there is training required by the state to become a municipal judge.  

· Section 145-7 – Powers & Duties of Special/Regular Committees:  Shelley asked if local bids should be considered first.  Crary stated there is an internal purchasing policy so it is not covered by ordinance.

· Section 278.5 – Unremoved Snow:  Shelley stated there would be some areas throughout the village that would always be icy

· Section 278.5 – Tree Limbs:  Shelley stated tree limbs should be not less than 10 feet from the surface of the road, and some people do not have the equipment to remove branches.

· Section 300.5 – Regulation of Premises:  Shelley stated this section sounds anally rigid and redundant.  Prem stated the board makes the initial decision, but the board relies on the Sauk County Judge to make a final decision.  

· Section 300.6 – Regulation of Laws:  Shelley suggested being proactive and adding something about prairies.  Prem stated he had the same conversation with Todd Miller and a prairie is considered to fall more under landscaping than manicured lawn.

Hottmann moved and Liegel seconded the approval of an ordinance to revise and consolidate, amend, supplement and codify the General Ordinances of the Village of Spring Green.  Motion carried.  Liegel moved and Marcus seconded to suspend the three readings of the ordinance.  Motion carried.

d.
Liegel moved and Feiner seconded to amend Section 3.09A of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to add “Taxidermy Studio” as a conditional use in the ARN District.  Motion carried.
e.
Marcus moved and Nelson seconded to approve the Village of Spring Green 2010 Budget Timetable as presented.  Motion carried.
f.
Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to accept the Wisconsin Department of Administration’s preliminary estimate of January 1, 2009 population of 1,518 for the Village of Spring Green.  Motion carried.
