Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on September 9, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Greg Wipperfurth, Jan Hoffman, Carolina Dursina, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the August 26, 2009 Regular Board Meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

Old Business:

      a.
Wipperfurth stated he received two quotes for a new Bobcat, one from Sauk Prairie Equipment for approximately $31,000 and one from McFarlanes for approximately $34,000.  Wipperfurth stated Sauk Prairie Equipment has a deal whereby if the machine has 400 hours or less of usage every year, it can be traded in for a new one at a price of 10% of the original cost.  Wipperfurth stated a Bobcat would be a good overall tool for the public works department.  Wipperfurth stated the village could lease a new Bobcat from Sauk Prairie Equipment for November and December of this year and the cost would go toward the purchase price.  The consensus of the board was to have Wipperfurth obtain written estimates and to confer with Crary on budget issues.  No action taken.

Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the following License for Spring Green Area Arts Coalition, PO Box 700, Spring Green, WI:

1.  Temporary “Class B” Retailer’s License for the period 9/23/09.

Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the request submitted by Carolina Dursina for a temporary beer garden in the front yard area at the Usonian Inn, E5116 Hwy 14, Spring Green, WI from 12:00 pm – 6:00 pm, Saturday, October 3, 2009.  Motion carried.
c.
Prem suggested removing the wires of the fence along Daley Street and leaving the posts up for now.  Feiner recommended taking out any posts that are easily knocked over or rotting.  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to authorize the public works department to remove the cable and any posts that are not sound from the fence along Daley Street.  Motion carried.
d.
Prem stated the appraisal of the post office performed by Mitchell gave a value of $632,000.  Feiner stated the appraisal gives the board a baseline to go by.  Prem stated it is not the position of government to be in the business of post office ownership, although it has done well for the village financially.  Nelson stated the time seems right to let go of the post office.  Prem stated the building maintenance will increase as time goes by.  The consensus of the board was to have Prem send the appraisal to one of the interested realtors and get feedback for the next board meeting.  No action taken.
e.
Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to approve the Police School Liaison Officer Agreement between the Village of Spring Green and the River Valley School District as presented.  Motion carried.
f.
Nelson stated the Park & Recreation Committee would like to recommend a one night comedy show fundraiser.  Nelson stated the details as follows:

· Event would take place at the fire station and would occur on a Sunday evening in November (target date November 8).  
· Event would be for age 21 and over.  Beer would be sold at the event.

· Goal is to raise from $6K - $7K.  Tickets would cost $20 each and would include two drink tickets.  Would reach fundraising goal if 400 tickets are sold.

· Organizations such as the Lions, KCs, etc. have expressed their desire to participate. 
· Upfront funds may be required for advertising and possibly a small deposit to the comedian to secure the date. 
Nelson stated he felt this would be a fun event, and hopefully there would be enough money by 2010 to build a new park shelter.  Prem stated his thought would be to reserve the fire station space for some time after the show is over to allow people to linger around if they wanted to.  Nelson stated the Park & Recreation Committee discussed replacing the Daley Street shelter and potentially making it larger.  Nelson stated our needs need to be identified before proceeding.  Prem suggested approaching Cardinal Glass with the idea if they did not have to rent a tent every year for their company picnic, they may be willing to donate funds to the shelter fund.  Feiner stated he would like to go and see some structures already built to get some ideas.  Prem suggested getting rid of the cooler.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to authorize the Park & Recreation Committee to proceed with organizing a fund raiser for the North Park shelter via a comedy night.  Motion carried.

The board discussed the 2010 preliminary budget via a memorandum submitted by Crary.  No action taken.

General Public Comment:  Feiner stated during the car show this past August, some of the vehicle owners were leery about the newly chip sealed streets, and asked if a project such as chip sealing could be planned for accordingly in the future.  Wipperfurth stated they are somewhat at the mercy of the contractor performing the chip sealing as they are only in certain areas at certain times.
