Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on September 23, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Michael Hotlen, Linda Schwanke, Mel Levy, Ed Lilla & Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Approve Minutes:  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the minutes of the September 9, 2009 Regular Board Meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

At 7:03 p.m. Prem moved and Liegel seconded to convene into closed session under Section 19.85(1)(e) of the Wisconsin State Statutes for "Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.”  Roll Call Vote, Ayes; Prem, Nelson, Marcus, Hausner, Hottmann, Feiner and Liegel.  Motion carried.

Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to reconvene into open session at 7:38 p.m.  Motion carried.  Ed Lilla arrived at 7:38 p.m.

Prem moved and Hausner seconded to enter into a contract with First Weber for the sale of the Post Office located at 150 S. Washington Street for a term of six months at an agreed commission rate of six percent; listing price of $649,900, contingent upon the village attorney’s review.  Motion carried.

Old Business:

a. The board discussed the bid submitted by Mid-State Equipment for a new skid steer for the Public Works Department, and the consensus was to have Crary discuss the purchase with Greg Wipperfurth next week and the board could act at the October 14 Board Meeting.  Nelson pointed out the quote was only good through October 11, and suggested acting now.  Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to accept Greg Wipperfurth’s recommendation to enter into an agreement with Mid-State Equipment for the lease of a skid steer beginning November 1, 2009 for $1,500 per month for November and December, 2009, with the option to purchase in 2010.  Motion carried.
b. Crary went over the budget and updated the board on the changes that have been made so far.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to set the property tax line item for the Library to $138,700.  Motion carried.  Mel Levy arrived at 9:05 p.m.

New Business:
a.
Lilla went over an email from the Office of Energy Independence entitled “Governor Doyle Announces $11.7 Million to Improve Energy Efficiency in Communities”.  Lilla stated the village has adopted a resolution and formed a group between the village, town and school, so there would be a good chance of being awarded a $225,000 grant through the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant to help make energy efficiency improvements.  Lilla stated there are some high dollar items that could be changed in the Public Works building and at the Municipal Pool.  Hottmann asked if these grant funds could be used efficiently.  Lilla stated it is an excellent use of grant funds.  Prem stated solar heat at the pool would create huge savings for the village.  Lilla stated Jewell Associates would come back to the board with a work order for writing the grant.  Hausner stated the grant should be pursued.  Prem stated we should continue to support this project.  No action taken.
b.
Kurek went over a memorandum prepared by Wilkins which stated the Spring Green Police Department has been awarded a radio compliance grant.  The purpose of the grant is to update emergency services with digital/narrowband communications transformation.  Kurek stated this was a good way to upgrade their radios.  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to authorize the police department to spend no more than $5,000 for new mobil radios.  Motion carried.

c.
Crary stated the Public Service Commission (PSC) had informed her that since the sewer deduct meters are used to calculate water usage via the addition method, the village has to reimburse all sewer deduct meter purchases; however, the homeowner would then be charged a quarterly fixed rate for the meter.  Crary stated there are 65-70 sewer deduct meters in the village.  No action taken.

d.
Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to remove the announcer stand at North Park.  Motion carried.

e.
Nelson stated he would like to table this item until the next board meeting and requested that the contractors be contacted and asked to separate all the bid items, so it would be easier to compare them to one another.  No action taken.

f.
Nelson stated he would like to see a more complete quote in regards to repair/replacement of the tennis courts.  Nelson stated the Park & Recreation Committee discussed eliminating the tennis court at North Park and moving it to South Park.  Lilla stated he would like to see a survey go out to village residents and surrounding area residents to get an idea of what people use and want.  Lilla stated he was not sure if Scott Construction was the right contractor to do the tennis court job.  Nelson stated he would like to get additional quotes and check into alternative materials.  Lilla stated he wanted to reiterate the importance of a survey.  No action taken.
g.
Nelson gave an update on the comedy night fundraiser, stating the fire department space has been reserved and the posters/tickets have been printed.  Nelson stated the liquor license is in the works.  Prem moved and Feiner seconded to authorize Mark Nelson to accept the contract from CJM Productions and to sign the contract on behalf of the village.  Motion carried.
