Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on October 14, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Doug Feiner and Vern Liegel.  Dale Hottmann was absent.   Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Linda Donnelly, Linda Schwanke, Andy Kurek, Paul Kardatzke, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Approve Minutes:  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the minutes of the September 23, 2009 Regular Board Meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

Motion carried.  The consent of the board was to move the new business items ahead of the old business items.

New Business:

a. Terry Drone of Johnson, Block & Company went over the 2008 final audit.  Drone stated their goal for next year was to present the 2009 final audit to the board earlier than October.  Paul Kardatzke and Ed Lilla arrived at 7:05 p.m.  Prem asked Drone if he had heard from the Public Service Commission regarding the water rate study.  Drone stated the study normally takes from 90-120 days, and had not heard from anyone yet.  Prem noted the village has the post office for sale and may be coming to Johnson, Block with questions on the best way to handle that process.  No action taken.
b. Linda Donnelly gave the board an Energy Independence Committee update noting the following:
· Renewable opportunities were identified at the village, schools and library

· Usage data was collected and sent to Focus on Energy.  All of the data was converted to BTUs

· Walk through audits of all the buildings took place to look at energy efficiencies and opportunities for reductions

· There is a meeting in Green Bay on December 17, 2009 to present the final report which will include:  what was measured, discoveries/surprises, total projects considered, pathways to 25/25, projects selected and existing unknowns

Donnelly submitted three proposals to the village for approval.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the following proposals:
I. $3,500 for Avenue Architects for village infrastructure study, to be reimbursed by the initial 25/25 pilot program grant.

II. $22,000 for JDR Engineering, Inc. for an HVAC feasibility study for the schools, to be reimbursed by the initial 25/25 pilot program grant.

III. $2,000 for Jewell Associates Engineering, Work Order No. 2009-03 to write the Energy Efficiency Community Block Grant, not reimbursable by the initial 25/25 pilot program grant.

Motion carried.

Crary stated she could create a general line item for the grant.  Wilkins arrived at 8:00 p.m.

c. Wipperfurth stated the boiler at the village hall has a crack/hole in the burning chamber and was in need of replacement.  Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to accept the bid for a Tri-Angle Tube boiler for the village hall from Thermo/Dynamics for a cost of $3,800.00.  Motion carried.
d. Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to terminate the 1946 agreement between the Village and the Spring Green Creamery and Cheese Industry.  Motion carried.
e. Lilla stated there are 28 homes in the township that are being bought out by FEMA.  Lilla stated a large number of these homes are in the extraterritorial zone and would like to do one demolition permit for all of the homes, and maintain as much confidentiality as possible.  Marcus moved and Hausner seconded to waive the demolition permit fees for all homes in FEMA’s buyout program that are located within the extraterritorial district.  Motion carried.
f. Wilkins stated the current police services contract with the Village of Plain expires on October 31.  Wilkins stated he has had discussions with the Village of Plain on a possible long-term solution and would like to extend the contract for three more months to allow time for the Village of Spring Green to evaluate the true costs/responsibility.  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to extend the Plain Police Services Contract for three more months to January 31, 2010.  Motion carried.
g. Kurek presented an updated bail bond schedule, noting most fine amounts stayed the same; however, did raise some as well.  Kurek stated all fine amounts are less than the county fine amounts.  Liegel moved and Feiner seconded to approve the Bail Bond Schedule as presented.  Motion carried.
h. Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve Resolution R-0905, Request for Exemption from County Library Tax.  Motion carried.
i. Marcus moved and Hausner seconded to accept the settlement of $41,880 from Enviro-Care and to give full release of any further claims.  Motion carried.
j. Wipperfurth stated the utility box and doors on the 2004 public works vehicle are cracking.  Wipperfurth stated the warranty on the box will expire in December and the manufacturer supplied the village with new doors; however, will not paint or install them.  The consensus of the board was to keep the new doors on hand and have George’s Auto Body paint and install them when the old doors are unusable.  No action taken.
6.
Old Business:
a.
Wipperfurth stated he called all the contractors, except for the highest bidder, to submit new bids, and Carson Feiner was the only one who submitted a new bid.  Wipperfurth stated he would like to see at least half of the shelters/park buildings re-roofed next year.  Prem asked if we could do one yet this year.  Wipperfurth stated he would like to see the pool house get done this year.  Nelson moved and Hausner seconded to accept the bid from Layton Building Services for $4,210.82 to re-roof the pool house building.  Motion carried.
b.
Wipperfurth stated the bids submitted from Scott Construction and Fink’s Paving & Excavating did not include striping of the court or fencing.  Wipperfurth stated Fink’s does a lot of tennis courts.  Prem discussed surveying residents to see if tennis courts are something people want to have in the park.  Marcus stated he felt the tennis courts needed to be addressed eventually and does not want to give up on it altogether.  No action taken.
c.
Crary went over the 2010 preliminary budget, noting not much had changed since the last meeting.

At 9:32 p.m. Prem moved and Hausner seconded to convene into closed session under Section 19.85(1)(c) of the Wisconsin State Statutes for "Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.”  Roll Call Vote, Ayes; Liegel, Feiner, Hausner, Marcus, Nelson and Prem.  Motion carried.

Prem moved and Feiner seconded to reconvene into open session at 10:16 p.m.

There was no action taken on village employee compensation for 2010.

General Public Comment:  Hausner stated he was leaving a copy of Sauk County’s long range plan at the village office.  Hausner stated the profile and demographics were especially interesting as there is a projected population increase of 38% for the township by 2025 and 6% for the village by 2025.  Prem stated there was a meeting scheduled next Thursday, October 22, at which Jeff Jelinek would speak about the 2008 flood.  Nelson gave an update on the park shelter fundraiser, and encouraged the board to sell more tickets.
