1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

d. Marcus moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the Floodplain Map revisions and amended Floodplain Ordinance.  Motion carried.
e. The board discussed the village office hours.  Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to change the village office hours from 9am – 5pm, Monday through Thursday and from 9am – 12pm on Fridays, effective November 13, 2009.  Motion carried.
