Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on November 18, 2009 at 7:03 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Mark Nelson was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Al Bauer, Linda Schwanke, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Agenda:  Marcus moved and Feiner seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

4.
Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Feiner seconded to approve the minutes of the November 4, 2009 Regular Board Meeting as presented.  Motion carried.  
5.
Consent Agenda:  Prem requested Item 5c be pulled from the consent agenda for further discussion.  Prem also requested General Public Comment be added after Item 8.  Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

a. Approval of Financial Report
b. Approval of Disbursements


Motion carried.


Item 5c:  Approval of a Solicitors License (Sellers Permit) for J. Michael Flood, 2418 Pendleton Place, Waukesha, WI.  Prem stated he had received several e-mails from concerned citizens regarding a meat salesperson.  Prem recommended tabling Item 5c for a couple of weeks to allow ample time for further investigation.  Prem also noted there was some discrepancy with the application.  Prem moved and Hausner seconded to table Item 5c to allow for further investigation.  Motion carried.

6.
New Business:

a. Hottmann asked if the fire pits that were going to be used would cause any damage to the streets.  Bauer stated they would not cause any damage.  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the street/alley closings, use of three portable fire pits and fireworks display for Spring Green Country Christmas to be held on December 5, 2009.  Motion carried.

b. Lilla stated he attended a local road improvement project conference last month.  Lilla stated the village usually applies for a grant every other year and is awarded approximately $20K for street improvement projects.  Lilla stated the village did receive a grant for the 2008-2009 cycle for approximately $21K for Jefferson Street improvements.  Lilla stated the Jefferson Street grant money will be available until 2013.  Lilla stated the 2010-2011 grant cycle is coming up and it may be worth applying for, even though the odds are the village probably would not be approved.  Hottmann asked what ever happened to the stimulus monies.  Lilla stated the Department of Transportation money did not really get allocated where it was intended.  Lilla stated the stimulus applications are in for Spring Green and if another round of stimulus money becomes available the village may have a leg up on those funds.  Lilla stated we cannot apply again for Jefferson Street, but we could apply for West Madison Street.  Hottmann stated there is no down side to completing an application.  Liegel moved and Hottmann seconded to authorize Jewell Associates Engineers to apply for a grant for West Madison Street.  Motion carried.

7.

Old Business:

a. Crary stated the only change to the budget at this point was sidewalk assessments which were changed from $10,000 to $11,500.  Crary stated the statement of assessment came in and the total assessment was down approximately $49K.  Crary stated she was still waiting for the state school credit amount, so the mill rate was not dead set yet.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to accept the 2010 budget as presented.  Motion carried.

Information Items:  

a.
Update on space needs study, ordinance codification, employee personnel policy and capital inventory list.  There were no updates.

b.
Lilla stated Jewell Associates recently completed the Energy Efficiency Conservation Block Grant.  Lilla stated he worked with Paul Kardatzke and Linda Donnelly to put together priority projects which include:  solar hot water at the municipal pool, upgrades to the public works garage (such as heating system, insulation, lighting and lighting controls) and some smaller projects at the wastewater treatment plant.  Lilla stated the projects at the public works garage would total around $100K.  Lilla passed around examples of products for solar hot water at the municipal pool.  One of the systems was plastic, and the other was pvc and both run chlorinated water through them.  Lilla stated vandalism concerns would be fairly limited with either of these systems.  Lilla stated approximately 3,000 square feet of the solar hot water material would be needed and would probably run around $20K.  Lilla noted this system would not replace the need for a heater at the municipal pool – it would be a supplementary system.
c.
Press release from the Sauk County Public Health Department regarding an H1N1 vaccine clinic.

d.
Information from the Wisconsin Department of Revenue regarding a County Assessment Proposal.  Crary stated there is a town hall meeting on this subject in Madison on November 30, 2009 from 3:00 pm – 4:30 pm.  Crary stated the county does not want it, and there probably would not be any cost savings.

General Public Comment:  Wipperfurth stated there has not been any MTBE in the water since the flooding of 2008 and there have been no VOC detects in Well #1 since the flooding.  Crary stated the Public Service Commission Hearing was at 10:00 am today and it lasted four minutes.  Crary stated the new water rates would go into effect on 1/1/10.

At 7:50 p.m. Prem moved and Hausner seconded to convene into closed session under Section 19.85(1)(e) of the Wisconsin State Statutes for "Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.”  Roll Call Vote, Ayes; Liegel, Hottmann, Feiner, Hausner, Marcus and Prem.  Motion carried.
