Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on December 2, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Mark Nelson and Doug Feiner were absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Donnelly, Paul Kardatzke, Linda Schwanke, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Agenda:  Hausner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Approve Minutes:  Marcus moved and Liegel seconded to approve the minutes of the November 18, 2009 Public Hearing and Regular Board Meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

Old Business:  
a. Prem stated he thought the applicant’s signature was missing on the original application; however, it was discovered there is no applicant signature line.  Prem suggested modifying the solicitor’s license application to include an applicant signature line.  Prem stated the complaints he had received had no connection with this particular applicant. a. Lilla stated the first pay request for $1,939.45 was the 5% retainage that was held back on the original work; this 5% is paid when the contract has been satisfied.  Lilla stated the second pay request for $1,710.00 was for additional work, and this recent work appears to be allowing the ditch to drain better, but he would keep an eye on it.  Hottmann asked if Lilla felt it was going to function properly.  Lilla stated he felt confident the ditch would drain properly; however, the west side still has a lot of clay material.  Lilla suggested having the public works department clean it out next spring.  Lilla stated if all of the clay on the west end was dug out, the situation would be worsened as the hole would be very large.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve two invoices from Meise Construction for work on the Cross Lanes Estates Channel Restoration for $1,710.00 and for the 5% retainage on the Cross Lanes Estates Channel Restoration and Sanitary Manhole Protection Project for $1,939.45.  Motion carried.
b. Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve the disbursements list as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Marcus moved and Hausner seconded to set the caucus date for January 13, 2010.  Motion carried.
d. Hausner moved and Hottmann seconded to appoint the election inspectors for a two year term ending December 31, 2011 as presented.  Motion carried.
