Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on December 16, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Joel Marcus, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Mark Nelson and Gene Hausner were absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Kevin Wilkins, Nate Bethel, Linda Schwanke, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Agenda:  Liegel moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Approve Minutes:  Feiner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the minutes of the December 2, 2009 Regular Board Meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

New Business:  
a. Wipperfurth stated the investigation of a bad float at the industrial park lift station turned up a larger problem.  Wipperfurth stated L.W. Allen came out to verify the problem, and it was discovered the panel at the lift station is obsolete.  Wipperfurth stated a temporary fix could be performed on the panel to keep the lift station running; however, a new panel would resolve the issue before it turns into an emergency situation.  Wipperfurth stated the cost for the new panel would be $28,930, which would include telemetry to the sewer plant.  Wipperfurth stated an additional cost for the wiring of the panel would run approximately $250.  Wipperfurth stated the cost of the panel would go up from 5-7% after the first of the year, and recommended ordering the panel this year if there were enough funds in the budget.  Crary stated there was $53,000 in the Collection System Pumping line item.  Prem stated he felt the panel should be ordered now.  Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the recommendation of Public Works Director Greg Wipperfurth to order a new panel for the industrial park lift station.  Motion carried.
b. Prem stated the current police protection agreement with the Village of Plain ends at the end of January, 2010.  Prem stated if we continue to provide service under the current contract, we would rapidly exceed the budget restraint.  Prem stated under the new contract, Plain would hire part-time officers and Chief Wilkins would do some administrative functions.  Prem stated the municipal court aspect is still being looked into.  Feiner asked if there were any negatives to the new plan.  Prem stated the only thing is it causes more work for the Chief.  Wilkins stated the processes are pretty streamlined, and that this would be just another interesting aspect of the job.  Prem pointed out the termination clause.  Liegel moved and Marcus seconded to approve the annual police contract with The Village of Plain.  Motion carried.
c. Prem stated there was a hazard mitigation plan that was adopted by the village in 2005.  Prem stated Sauk County has received a federal grant to update the plan.  Prem stated Sergeant Andrew Kurek has volunteered to act as the village representative.  Feiner moved and Hottmann seconded to appoint Sergeant Andrew Kurek as the village representative for the Sauk County Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Motion carried.
d. Lilla stated there was a possible grant opportunity on the horizon, and he wanted the board to be aware of the opportunity.  Lilla stated it is a municipal flood control grant program and the maximum award would be $650,000.  Lilla stated if the village decides to apply, some work with non-village landowners may need to take place.  Lilla stated he just wanted to get the discussion going on this, as the application deadline is not until March 15, 2010.  The board encouraged Lilla to look into the grant more, and the subject could be revisited after the first of the year.  No action taken.
e. Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to approve a lot line adjustment between the Spring Green Motel and ATC Properties and a request for a variance to Section 5.03 (k), property located at USH 14 & Rainbow Road.  Motion carried.
f. Liegel moved and Marcus seconded to approve Resolution R-0906, Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy.  Motion carried.
g. Liegel moved and Hottmann seconded to re-appoint Francis Feiner and Karen Nelson to the Board of Review.  Motion carried.
