Minutes

Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission,
And Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, August 19, 2009
1. Prem called meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Plan Commission members present: Greg Prem, Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Linda Donnelly (JEZC), and Bob Tennant (JEZC). Joel Marcus, Lew Averill, and Michael Broh were absent.
Town of Spring Green JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones. Jim Sprecher arrived at 7:15 p.m. John McKenna was absent.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Dave Radel, Brad Lamont, Stan Lamont, Fred Iausly, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary was appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik, to approve agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the July 15, 2009 Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Hearing and Meeting. Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik, to approve the July 15, 2009 minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action on the consideration to add “Taxidermy Studio” as a conditional use under Section 3.09A in the ARN District. The Plan Commission and JEZC had discussed this item as a preliminary consultation at the previous meeting. Motion by Tennant, second by Jones, to add “Taxidermy Studio” as a conditional use under Section 3.09A in the ARN District. Motion passed with all in favor.
6. Discussion and possible action regarding revisions to the Zoning Ordinance to account for the 2008 flooding. Fred Iausly informed the Plan Commission and JEZC that he has been discussing this issue with Sauk County and that the county can place additional restrictions in the county ordinance regarding the Town of Spring Green and flood areas. Iausly continued by explaining that there are similar issues in other counties that are addressed by a special low land flood district. The county is willing to work with the township and hold a hearing in Spring Green. Sauk County is also looking to update the septic ordinance as a result of the 2008 flooding. Lilla asked Iausly, “Do you have any sense in regards to the Extraterritorial Zoning Area being covered by the Village and Sauk County?” “Will the Village have to adopt the county ordinance or will it cover the Extraterritorial Zoning Area?” Iausly replied, “I would like to see the Village and Town Flood Ordinance be in sync.” Iausly continued by saying, “Mark Steward with Sauk County is utilizing the map I sent showing the flooded areas and working with Land Conservation on mapping to incorporate in the ordinance.” “They are hoping to have mapping done in the next couple of months.” Prem stated, “Let’s plan on waiting to see what the county comes up with, in the meantime let’s revisit the moratorium and wording to make sure everything is in order.” Currently no building can take place in the areas covered by the moratorium without being reviewed by the Plan Commission and/or the JEZC. No action was necessary regarding revisions to the Zoning Ordinance to account for the 2008 flooding.
7. Discussion and possible action regarding the WI Department of Natural Resources model Floodplain Ordinance. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the need for a revised Floodplain Ordinance. Motion by Donnelly, second by Tennant to proceed with the adoption of the Model Floodplain Ordinance provided by the WI Department of Natural Resources. Motion passed with all in favor.
8. Discussion and possible action regarding the definition of a “structure” within the Zoning Ordinance. The Plan Commission and JEZC reviewed the Zoning Ordinance definition of a “structure”. Section 2.05 defines a structure and 2.07 provides some exceptions for when a zoning permit is not required. Ed Lilla reviewed some areas and issues regarding structures such as flag poles and parking. Prem stated, “I think we would be better served to identify items such as flag poles and other items as accessory structures and to have a separate standard for parking. Donnelly commented to Lilla, “Based on your explanation, why don’t you come up with language that works and bring back for review by the Plan Commission and JEZC.” No action was taken regarding the definition of a “structure” within the Zoning Ordinance.
9. General Public Comment. There was no general public comment.
10. Adjourn. Motion by Tennant, second by Donnelly, to adjourn at 8:18 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
