Minutes

Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission,
And Downtown Design Committee
Wednesday, September 16, 2009
1. Prem called meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee.
Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee members present: Greg Prem, Bob Tennant, Linda Donnelly, Brad Hutnik, Lew Averill, Joel Marcus, Michael Broh, and Pau l Kardatzke. Yvonne Notbohm was absent and there is currently one DDC vacancy.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Amy Smart, Roger Bowden, Christopher Kardatzke, James Kardatzke, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary was appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Tennant, second by Donnelly, to approve agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Discussion and possible action regarding exterior painting of the Bargain Nook, 167 S. Lexington Street, Spring Green, WI. This item was delayed as Roger Bowden did not arrive until 7:15 p.m.
5. Motion by Averill, second by Broh to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:04 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

6. Preliminary Consultation with Amy Smart regarding an in-home massage business. Prem began by explaining that there are certain businesses that require state licensing and strictly prohibit business being conducted from a residence, this does not appear to apply to massage therapy. The Plan Commission reviewed the definition of in home occupations. Averill inquired about traffic resulting from the business. Smart responded, “I use to do in home daycare, which had way more traffic than this would generate, I would only have one client at a time.” Prem stated, “Maybe we should review and possibly amend the definition.” Tennant said, “We could grant temporary permission while we work on the definition.” Prem replied, “I think we can have a new definition in place by next month.” Averill stated that he thought it should be listed as a conditional use so it can be reviewed on a case-by-case basis. Prem said, “Hypothetically, let’s say we add “in-home massage” as a conditional use, what would some of the conditions be, we have no control over daycares.” The Plan Commission discussed whether to add this item as a conditional use or a permitted use. Marcus stated, “I would suggest when we craft a definition that we use the terms certified and/or licensed massage therapy, specify normal daytime business hours of 7 a.m. – 7 p.m., and limit employees to only residents of the home. The consensus of the Plan Commission is to publish an amendment to the zoning ordinance revising the definition of household occupations and to include the items suggested by Marcus. No action was necessary regarding this item. 

Motion by Averill, second by Donnelly to reconvene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee at 7:34 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

Discussion and possible action regarding exterior painting of the Bargain Nook, 167 S. Lexington Street, Spring Green, WI. Roger Bowden reviewed pictures of the buildings located at 167 S. Lexington Street and proposed colors for the exterior renovations to the buildings. The proposed colors are as follows; Spruce Green for the main building area and Redwood for the trim. Motion by Averill, second by Tennant to approve the proposed color scheme for both buildings located at 167 S. Lexington Street, Spring Green, WI. Motion passed with all in favor. 
7. General Public Comment. Amy Smart asked for clarification regarding her preliminary consultation. The Plan Commission informed her that a notice will be published for a hearing to occur at next month’s meeting. There was no additional general public comment.
8. Adjourn. Motion by Broh, second by Donnelly, to adjourn at 7:46 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
