4. Approve minutes from the November 11, 2009 Plan Commission & Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Motion by Tennant, second by Marcus, to approve minutes. Motion passed with all in favor(joint vote).

Discussion and possible action on a lot line adjustment between the Spring Green Motel and ATC properties and a request for a variance to section 5.03(k), property located at USH 14 & Rainbow Road.
