Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on March 25, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Mark Nelson was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Jan Hoffman, Kelly Feiner, Nick Liegel, Fred Gruber, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Hausner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the minutes of the March 11, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Liegel moved and Feiner seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

New Business:  
a. Prem moved and Liegel seconded to table Items 6a and 6b until Lilla arrived.  Motion carried.
c.
Hottmann moved and Liegel seconded to approve the burn permit request submitted by Charles Schreiber, 258 E. Madison Street.  Motion carried.  Ed Lilla arrived at 7:04 p.m.  Marcus stated it should be a requirement for Mr. Schreiber to inform his neighbors when he was going to burn.  Hottmann moved and Liegel seconded to amend the motion to require Mr. Schreiber to inform his neighbors of his plans to burn.  Liegel seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
a. Lilla stated the Virginia Graham Baker Act is an issue related to the drains at the pool.  Lilla stated that Jewell had come up with a solution that the Department of Commerce has agreed to, and as long as the permits are in, the pool can be opened.  Lilla stated the new grates would need to be installed after the pool has been drained, which would probably occur this fall.  Hottmann asked how much the new grates were going to cost.  Lilla stated approximately $5,000.  No action taken.
b. Lilla stated an application was submitted for the first round of economic stimulus money for East Jefferson and West Madison Streets and it was denied.  Lilla stated April 1 was the deadline for the second round of economic stimulus money and they would again submit the East Jefferson and West Madison Street projects.  Lilla stated he would hear by May/June if the projects have been accepted.  No action taken.  Fred Gruber arrived at 7:17 p.m.
d. Hausner moved and Marcus seconded the 3-year price guarantee contract with National Elevator Inspection Services.  Motion carried.
e. Gruber asked if Wisconsin Power and Light could shield the property lines to the west and north with some sort of visual screen such as trees or bushes.  Prem stated the board could make that request.  Hottmann asked if the board had the ability to go beyond just a request.  Lilla stated Section 7.02 B(5) of the Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance stated the board can require a buffer strip.  Prem moved and Hausner seconded to approve the Certified Survey Map submitted by WP&L to adjoin portion of parcels #032-0970 and #032-0967 to parcel #032-0971, located on USH 14, Town of Spring Green with the stipulation that a deciduous visual landscape barrier of approximately 8’-10’ in height be installed and maintained by WP&L to screen the substation from the adjacent motel in accordance with Sections 7.02 B(5) and 7.02 A(1) of the Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance.  Motion carried.
f. Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to amend Section 11.0 of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to add the definition of “Tanning Salon”.  Motion carried.
g. Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to amend Section 11.0 of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to add the definition of “Day Spa”.  Motion carried.
h. Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to amend Sections 3.05, 3.05A and 3.06 of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to add “Tanning Salon” as a permitted use in the B-1, B-2 and B-3 Districts.  Motion carried.
i. Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to amend Sections 3.05, 3.05A and 3.06 of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to add “Day Spa” as a permitted use in the B-1, B-2 and B-3 Districts.  Motion carried.

Information Items:

Lilla stated he emailed a road inventory from the Wisconsin DOT to Pappas and she would begin updating the Capital Inventory files with this information.  There was no update on Ordinance Codification.  Prem stated $5K was approved for the space needs study, and since that amount had not been reached yet, Chief Wilkins was going to work with Paul Kardatzke to continue to look at potential existing buildings.

Nick Liegel stated the Spring Green Fire Department had received a letter from the Town of Troy and he was anticipating a meeting in the next couple of weeks.  Nick Liegel stated he would keep the board informed of the meeting date and encouraged them to attend.  Kelly Feiner asked if the potential retention pond by South Park would be involved with the Big Hollow Road ditch project.  Lilla stated those were two separate projects.  Lilla stated it was important to look at options for the village and there was not a lot of inter-relation between the village, Big Hollow or Drainage District projects as they are all separate issues.  Lilla stated the potential project at South Park would not occur in the near future, unless there was a grant opportunity.
