Minutes of Special Session
Joint Meeting of the Village of Spring Green, Spring Green Fire Protection District,

Town of Spring Green, Town of Wyoming and Town of Troy

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees special meeting on May 6, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 327 S. Winsted Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. All other municipalities called their meetings to order separately.    
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Doug Feiner was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Allan Peckham, Nick Liegel, Carol Olson, Ed Weidner, John F. Eder, Roger Mack, Natalie Bussen, Ed Larson, John Hess, Mike Degen, Doug Jones, Jerry Baryenbruch, Dennis Polivka, Dave Radel and John McKenna.
3.
Approve Agenda:  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

4.
Discussion and possible action regarding permanent financing of the Spring Green Fire Protection District. Attorney Allan Peckham gave a brief history regarding the Fire District and the Town of Troy.  Peckham explained that the Town of Troy has paid their portion of the loan for the land that the Fire Department Building was built on however; they do not wish to pay for the building under the formula that is utilized for all of the municipalities. The Town of Troy however, has paid their portion annually based on an agreement that was signed in 1978. Peckham also cited minutes from a Town of Troy meeting which approved the building of the Fire District building. Peckham explained that Troy is not a voting member and when the opportunity was presented to become a voting member they chose not to. Peckham also informed all in attendance that currently the construction loan for the Fire & EMS building with a local bank is delinquent due to the Town of Troy's decision to not pay their portion, a decision needs to be made so the Fire District can move forward with USDA Rural Development to pay of the construction loan and enter into a 40 year loan with the USDA. The Town of Troy's attorney, Natalie Bussan gave their opinion on the issue. Bussan explained that the Town of Troy feels that the Spring Green Fire Protection District does a wonderful job and that is not the issue. Bussan continued by explaining that the issue is the fact that the Town of Troy does not have representation on Fire Board and therefore did not have a say in the approval of the building, the Town of Troy thought that the payment for their portion of the building would be minimal, not double what they were already paying. Bussan handed out a draft agreement that states that the Town of Troy would pay a set amount of $7,650 annually versus the formula that is currently utilized using the Towns equalized value. The municipalities discussed other possible ways of formulating each municipality's amount due to the Fire District. 


Village of Spring Green Vote: Greg Prem moved and Eugene Hausner seconded to proceed with the financing of the Fire Protection Building with or without the Town of Troy's participation. Motion carried.

Town of Spring Green Vote: John McKenna moved and Dave Radel seconded to proceed with the financing of the Fire Protection Building with or without the Town of Troy's participation. Motion carried.


Town of Wyoming Vote: Mike Degen moved and John Hess seconded to proceed with the financing of the Fire Protection Building with or without the Town of Troy's participation. Motion carried.
