1. Crary called meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. as a Special Meeting of the Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Village of Spring Green JEZC members present: Bob Tennant, and Brad Hutnik. Linda Donnelly was absent.
Town of Spring Green JEZC members present: Jim Sprecher, and Sheryl Jones. John McKenna was absent
Others present: Wendy Crary, Stanley Feiner, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary was appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Tennant, second by Jones, to approve agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Discussion and possible action regarding a request submitted by Donald Koller for a residential addition to the home located at S12496 Pearl Road, Town of Spring Green. Lilla explained that both applications being reviewed tonight are receiving a grant to add on to the existing home in order to relocate mechanics to the at-grade addition and fill in the basement to reduce to a crawl space. Lilla continued by explaining that the zoning moratorium does not allow any new construction at either location without being reviewed by the JEZC. Jones inquired, “They are getting a grant thru which organization?” Feiner replied, “Through Sauk County.” Tennant stated, “When we set the moratorium we specified that any new construction would need to be higher than USH 14.” Tennant asked Feiner, “Did your first floor get flooded?” Feiner replied, “The water was 14 inches from the first floor level.” Motion by Tennant, second by Sprecher, to approve the request submitted by Donald Koller for a residential addition to the home located at S12496 Pearl Road, Town of Spring Green with the following stipulations; construction must be the same level as the existing first floor which was approximately 14 inches above the 2008 flood water. Motion passed with all in favor. Motion by Jones, second by Hutnik to temporarily lift the moratorium at this location for this situation. Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding a request submitted by Stanley Feiner for a residential addition to the home located at E4440 USH 14, Town of Spring Green. Motion by Hutnik, second by Sprecher, to approve the request submitted by Stanley Feiner for a residential addition to the home located at E4440 USH 14, Town of Spring Green with the following stipulations; construction must be the same level as the existing first floor which was approximately 14 inches above the 2008 flood water. Motion passed with all in favor. Motion by Hutnik, second by Jones to temporarily lift the moratorium at this location for this situation. Motion passed with all in favor.
