Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on January 13, 2010 at 7:11 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:11 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Eugene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann, and Vern Liegel.  Joel Marcus was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Jerry Sprecher, Cynthia Shelley, Candace Pitts, Jenny Pappas and Ed Lilla.
3. Approve Minutes:  Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the December 16, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

New Business:  
a. Lilla stated the village is holding a $5,000 escrow check for Cross Lanes Estates – Third Addition.  Lilla stated the money was being held pending the completion of a sidewalk in the development.  Sprecher stated the sidewalk was installed this past summer.  Lilla stated usually the money is held until one year after the work has been completed.  Sprecher stated he would agree to the village holding the check until the one year time frame has passed.  No action taken.
b. Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the Disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.

c. Prem stated during the Winsted Street project, the village loaned $180,000 to the golf course for storm sewer renovation.  Prem stated the golf course agreed to pay the village a sum of $5,000 annually; however, the golf course has experienced a decline in revenues over the last couple of years.  Prem stated he would like the golf board to meet and come up with some revenue generation and repayment ideas, and bring them back to the village board.  Shelley suggested fundraising in the winter, as many people use the golf course for sledding.  Shelley stated although not that much money would be raised, at least an awareness of the situation could be raised.  Hottmann stated the golf board’s main concern was their league, and they need to get their act together.  Nelson stated they should at least give the village board a five-year plan.  Lilla suggested appointing a village representative to the golf board, as there needs to be some accountability.  Lilla stated this is money they owe the citizens of the village.  Prem stated the ponds at the course are essential to the village’s storm water system, and they do maintain them, so we need to keep that in mind.  Hausner suggested setting a target date to meet with the golf board.  Hottmann stated he felt the golf course is a great asset to the community and would not want to see it go away.  Liegel stated there are a lot of courses in trouble right now.  Nelson stated the village board should at least force the golf board’s hands to start making some plans.  No action taken.
