Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on January 27, 2010 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann, and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Al Lien, Mary Lien, Kevin Wilkins, Terry Weiss, Linda Schwanke, Francis Dedrick, Mark Dedrick, Allan Peckham, Chuck Mickelson, Linda Donnelly and Ed Lilla.
3. Approve Minutes:  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the minutes of the January 13, 2010 Caucus and Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4.       Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the agenda as presented.
5.       Consent Agenda:  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the consent agenda 

      consisting of the following:

a. Approval of Financial Report

b. Approval of Disbursements

6.      Old Business:

a. Prem stated, “As you recall Municipal Golf Course Loan was on the agenda at the last Village Board Meeting, and we have asked for the Golf Club to attend this meeting to discuss this matter further.” Allan Peckham introduced the members of the Golf Club Association and explained that golf play at the Municipal Course has gradually declined not only locally but also nationally. Peckham continued by stating that that there has been a gradual decline in golf play, membership fees and green fees since 2002. Feiner informed the members of the Golf Club Association that the board had discussed the possibility of advertising and even combining with Plain in some fashion allowing members to golf on both courses. 
Linda Donnelly arrived at 7:06 p.m.

Hottmann inquired about fund raising and/or golf tournaments to raise money for the Golf Club. Peckham responded that they have also discussed that possibility but that there are limited weekends to hold such an event. Prem said, “I would urge that the membership fees should be held were they are at or even possibly reduced.” Nelson asked, “What happens in two years if the decline continues?” Peckham responded, “If it continues the Golf Club Association will be broke.” Marcus recommended utilizing the Chamber Area Guide and internet for other ways of advertising. Feiner suggested getting some golf carts, either purchasing or from members that would be willing to let their personal golf carts be used on the course by other players. Prem informed the Association that the Village can add something to the Village’s website. Prem moved and Hausner seconded to defer the 2008 and 2009 loan payments due from the Golf Club Association until further review of the finances is completed, which shall be conducted on or before September 30th, when the 2010 payment is due. Motion carried.

New Business:  
a. Linda Donnelly gave the Village Board an update and reviewed the 2009 WI Energy Independent Community Partnership Report.  No action taken.
b. Prem explained to the board that the Village was awarded a $2,000 grant for a new Neighborhood Electric Vehicle (NEV), however there are certain stipulations regarding the grant. The main drawback is that the Village would have to get rid of one gas fueled vehicle, which isn’t an option. The consensus of the board was to not except the grant. No action taken.

c. Prem explained that the Village received a sample resolution from Gardiner Appraisal to oppose the DOR County Assessment Proposal along with comments from Hallie Wendorff, the Village Assessor. The consensus of the board is to draft a Village of Spring Green Resolution opposing the DOR County Assessment Proposal for the next board meeting.  No action taken.  
d. The Village Board along with Ed Lilla discussed Work Order 2010-1 and the Spring Green Capital Inventory project. Feiner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve Work Order 2010-1 for completion of the Spring Green Capital Inventory for a cost not to exceed $3,500. 

e. The candidate for Municipal Court Judge and the two Trustee candidates filed their declaration of candidacy papers. The trustee candidates will appear on the April 6, 2010 ballot in the following order: 1. Vern Liegel, 2. Mark Nelson.

Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to accept the declaration of candidacy papers and ballot sequence.  Motion carried.
