Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 10, 2010 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Doug Feiner and Vern Liegel.  Dale Hottmann was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Jim Blau, Gene Dischler, John McKenna, Kevin Wilkins, Greg Wipperfurth, Luetta Miller, Art Carlson, Richard Johnson, Ed Lilla, Linda Schwanke and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve the minutes of the January 27, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4.       Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the agenda as presented.
5.       Old Business:

a. Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve Resolution R-1001 – Resolution to Oppose DOR County Assessment Proposal.  Motion carried.
6.
New Business:  
a. The Prairie Sanitary District Committee “PSD” (Jim Blau, Gene Dischler and Doug Feiner) discussed billing issues with the village board.  One of the main issues is the Woodbury residents do not pay for all the wastewater going through the system; however, the Prairie Sanitary District is charged for the entire amount.  Prem stated the Woodbury residents are the only Prairie Sanitary District customers that have metered water, and the struggle is finding a way to bill the PSD residents equitably.  Prem asked if the PSD has done a financial analysis on pulling the Woodbury residents from the PSD all together.  Blau stated if the Woodbury residents were pulled from the PSD, the PSD would make more money.  Dischler stated the PSD has been working hard to recalibrate meters to give an accurate account of sewage piped to the waste water treatment plant, but was not sure if it was 100% accurate.  Dischler stated water infiltration into the PSD system is an on-going problem that they are trying to resolve.  Prem suggested trying a test period during the winter months to see if they can get a more accurate idea of actual usage.  Prem stated perhaps the Woodbury residents could pay their sewer charges to the village at the village’s rates and then turn around and compensate the PSD.   Crary stated the Round Barn meter issue still needs to be resolved and asked if a water meter could be installed there so the readings would be measured in gallons, rather than by hours and minutes.  Dischler stated he would check into the issue.  The consensus of the board was to re-visit this issue at the March 24, 2010 Board Meeting to further discuss possible solutions.  No action taken.
b. Carlson stated the residents of North Worcester Street were upset about the street resurfacing that occurred last summer.  Johnson brought an example of grit/stone material that is being tracked into their homes.  Carlson stated he felt the problem was that the material never adhered properly, and requested the contractor that performed the work be contacted to see if anything can be done to remedy the situation.  Wipperfurth stated he would call the contractor.  No action taken.
c. Wipperfurth stated they have logged 77 hours on the skid steer so far, and stated it is a very useful piece of equipment.  Wipperfurth recommended purchasing the skid steer.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the purchase of a skid steer for the Public Works Department for $27,639.  Motion carried.
d. Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
e. Lilla discussed the Municipal Flood Control grant opportunity that would offset the costs of construction of a storm water feature at the southwest end of the village.  Lilla stated the grant would pay for 70% of the project costs.  Lilla stated if the board was still interested, discussion with landowners involved would need to start taking place.  Lilla stated a resolution stating the village will follow the grant protocol would need to be passed.  Lilla asked if the board was still interested in applying for the grant.  Feiner stated he was concerned with the 30% cost that the village would have to pay.  Lilla stated it usually takes one to two years for the work to begin, so construction would not even begin until 2011 or 2012.  Liegel stated it would not hurt to apply for it, as there is an option to back out if the village deemed necessary.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to proceed with the application for the Municipal Flood Control Grant.  Motion carried.
f. Marcus moved and Nelson seconded the request to close the Village Office on Thursday, February 25, 2010 to allow the staff to attend the WMCA District IV Meeting.  Motion carried.
