Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 24, 2010 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Doug Feiner, and Vern Liegel.  Gene Hausner and Dale Hottmann were absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the February 10, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4.       Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the agenda as presented.
5.       Consent Agenda:  Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the consent agenda 

      consisting of the following:

a. Approval of Financial Report

b. Approval of Disbursements
c. Approval of the following License for the Spring Green Area Chamber of Commerce, 259 E. Jefferson Street, Spring Green, WI:

1. Temporary Class “B”/”Class B” Retailer’s License for the period 3/18/10

Motion carried. 

6.      New Business:

a.  Lilla stated part of the municipal flood control grant application process is to secure an appraisal for lands purchased with potential grant funds.  Lilla stated Jewell has lined up Mark Mitchell for the appraisal portion, and Lilla and Greenwood would spend approximately two days each on the engineering and grant writing portion.  Nelson asked if the grant was awarded to the village, what the village’s approximate cost would be for the project.  Lilla stated it would cost approximately $150K.  Feiner stated if the village does not receive a grant, this project will probably never get done.  Lilla stated he spoke with Terry Shifflet today, and he is interested in the project, which would happen on a 40 acre parcel south of the village.  Marcus stated even with smaller flooding events, the area south of the village has problems.  Prem stated if the Big Hollow Ditch project goes through, that may decrease the scope of the project.  Liegel moved and Feiner seconded to accept Work Order No. 2010-2 from Jewell Associates Engineers for the Municipal Flood Control Grant Application work, not to exceed an amount of $2,850.  Motion carried. 
b.  Nelson moved and Marcus seconded to approve Resolution R-1002 – Resolution to Authorize Submittal of a State Municipal Flood Control Grant Application.  Motion carried.  Wilkins arrived at 7:18 p.m.
c.  Wilkins stated the Village of Plain’s initial assessment of a joint municipal court is very positive.  Wilkins stated if a joint Municipal Court Ordinance is passed, a joint commission would need to be appointed, and cost sharing would need to be determined.  Prem asked what the timing was.  Wilkins stated the new ordinance would need to be approved by May.  Marcus stated he would like to see this go through the normal approval process to allow more time for discussion and to collect additional feedback.  Marcus stated he was concerned over the following:  a joint commission would only have two representatives from Spring Green, budgeting issues and the election of a judge from two different communities.  Marcus stated that Plain and Spring Green have different values.  Wilkins stated that the Plain Village Board would be taking a look at the new ordinance on March 10.  Feiner asked if the Village of Spring Green were to try a joint municipal court and it did not work out, was there a way out.  Wilkins stated the joint court would have to follow a dissolution process.  Prem stated he would like to give everyone time to digest the idea.  No action taken.
d.  The board discussed the memorandum submitted by the Boardman Law Firm regarding municipal court representation.  Prem stated Allan Peckham does not have the ability to offer multi-tiered rates.  Prem stated without putting words in Peckham’s mouth, basically Peckham has expressed that he enjoys doing work for the village; however, municipal court is his least favorite aspect of that work.  Nelson stated hiring the Boardman law firm makes sense because it is cost effective and it may be good to build a rapport with another firm.  Nelson moved and Marcus seconded to accept the bid from Boardman Law Firm to represent the Village of Spring Green as municipal prosecuting attorney, with the understanding that the hourly rate will be $120 and that they will provide the village with a licensed attorney.  Motion carried.
e.  Liegel moved and Feiner seconded to approve the Joint Powers Agreement for the Sauk County 911 Emergency System as presented.  Motion carried.

General Public Comment:  Crary informed the board that there would be a budget resolution at the next meeting.  Nelson inquired as to whether the pool was in compliance with the Virginia Grahm Baker Act.  Lilla stated the pool was in compliance, and the Public Works Department would need to install the remaining grates this spring.  Wilkins stated the Nixle public safety system is up and running, and the county is in the process of contacting the schools.  Wilkins stated the police department would be working on additional public relations at the village level.
