Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on March 10, 2010 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Kevin Wilkins, David Giffey, Linda Donnelly and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Marcus moved and Feiner seconded to approve the minutes of the February 24, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4.       Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the agenda as presented.
5.       Old Business:

a. Wilkins stated the Village of Plain’s Public Protection Committee and Village Board are interested in proceeding with the creation of a joint municipal court.  Wilkins stated he did not see a down side to this joint venture.  Wilkins stated the cost sharing would need to be figured out, which would be the joint court commission’s responsibility.  Hausner arrived at 7:07 p.m.  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to authorize Wendy Crary to proceed with the process regarding a revised Municipal Joint Court Ordinance for the Villages of Plain and Spring Green; first reading of the ordinance to be scheduled for March 24, 2010.  Motion carried.

New Business:  
a. Linda Donnelly presented information regarding a federal and state proposal to create local funding to assist middle-income families with low or no interest loans for retrofitting energy conservation projects in their homes.  Donnelly stated the motivation behind this program was job creation.  Donnelly stated the Office of Energy Independence would apply for federal funds to establish local revolving loans and the village would loan the money for the retrofits which would then be repaid via a special assessment on the tax roll.  Donnelly stated this program is in the very beginning stages and asked the board for their feedback, which she would then relay to the Office of Energy Independence.  Prem asked if there would be a state entity that would approve the applicants, and make sure the work was completed.  Marcus asked where the initial funds would come from.  Donnelly stated the state would more than likely set up the seed fund, but would probably expect the municipality to kick in some funds as well.  Marcus stated it sounds like a good program, but a complex one as well.  Hausner asked if the program has been presented at the county level.  Donnelly stated she would relay all of the questions and concerns to the Office of Energy Independence.  No action taken.  
b. The Board reviewed the 2009 end-of-year financial report for The Village of Spring Green.  No action taken.
c. Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve Resolution R-1003 to amend The Village of Spring Green 2009 budget.  Motion carried.
d. Wipperfurth stated the water tower was due for an inspection.  Wipperfurth stated in 2000, the village hired a diving contractor to inspect the tower and in 2005, the water tower was emptied for the inspection.  Wipperfurth stated he preferred the diving method, because there would be no down time for the water tower.  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to accept the proposal from Liquid Engineering to perform an inspection of the water tower in the amount of $3,050.00.  Motion carried.
e. Wipperfurth stated the rust spots on the water tower are a result of cables brushing along the surface during the installation of a cellular antenna.  Wipperfurth stated he wants to see if any repairs are required on the inside of the tower before taking action on repairs to the exterior, and the exterior repairs will be made at the expense of the company responsible for the damage.  No action taken.
f. Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve invoices in the amount of $920.00 for repairs at the Post Office.  Motion carried.
g. Marcus moved and Liegel seconded to approve the disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
h. The board discussed potential dates for the employee appreciation dinner.  No action taken.
