Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on March 24, 2010 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann, and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Jim Blau, Kevin Wilkins, Gene Dischler, Linda Schwanke, Gwen Schwanke, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the March 10, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4.       Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the agenda as presented.
5.       Consent Agenda:  Liegel moved and Feiner seconded to approve the consent agenda 

      consisting of the following:

a. Approval of Financial Report

b. Approval of Disbursements

c. Approval of Spring Clean Up for April 28 & 29, 2010

Motion carried. 

6.      Old Business:

a.  Hottmann stated he was concerned with fairness of cost sharing between the two villages.  Prem stated the cost sharing would be the responsibility of the court commission which would be comprised of members from each municipality.  Ed Lilla arrived at 7:06 p.m.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the first reading of Village Ordinance Chapter 30.  Motion carried.

New Business:  
a. Nelson moved and Feiner seconded to approve an alley closure request submitted by Tim Liegel, 341 W. Daley Street as presented.  Motion carried.  Liegel abstained.
b. Marcus moved and Hottmann seconded to approve a burn permit request submitted by Charles Schreiber, 258 E. Madison Street as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Jim Blau and Gene Dischler, representing the Prairie Sanitary District (PSD) discussed ongoing billing issues with the board.  Dischler stated they were considering changing the billing rates, but didn’t know what those rates should be.  Prem stated you need to know what the magic number is, and suggested the PSD have an accounting firm take a look at the PSD books.  The PSD decided to consult with an engineering firm and their auditors, and agreed to return to the village board at the May 26 meeting to report their findings.  No action taken.
d. Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to authorize Chief Wilkins to sign off on the Engagement of Legal Services from Boardman Law Firm.  Motion carried.
e. Crary stated the new ordinance regarding livestock and fowl is unclear, as it states “Except in agriculturally zoned areas within the village, no person shall keep within the village any animals or fowl, except domesticated pets, without a conditional use permit issued by the village board of The Village of Spring Green.  In issuing a permit, which may contain limitations for other animals, such as horses, cows, pigs, sheep, chickens, pigeons, and the like, the village board shall consider the number of such animals expected to be kept, the location and likelihood of a public or private nuisance being created.”  Crary stated the village board does not normally issue conditional use permits, the plan commission does.  Hausner stated he felt there would be significant health issues.  Hausner stated he had spoken to a local poultry farmer who noted some concern about avian disease which could be spread by chickens in the village.  Prem stated we need to address the conditional use aspect of the ordinance, and we would need to come up with the criteria on basing the approval.  The consensus of the board was to seek public input by re-visiting the subject at the next board meeting.  No action taken.  
f. Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to add “Churches” as a permitted use under Section 3.05 in the B-1 District.  Motion carried.

Motion carried.

General Public Comment:  Crary stated Art Carlson passed on some comments to her which included a thank you to the village for taking care of the road problem on N. Nelson stated Chad Price asked him if the board would be willing to approve a back stop at the large diamond at South Park.  Nelson stated he would bring additional information to an upcoming board meeting.
