Minutes

Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission
and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, February 17, 2010
1. Prem called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Plan Commission members present: Greg Prem, Bob Tennant (JEZC), Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Joel Marcus, Lew Averill and Michael Broh. Linda Donnelly was absent.  JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones, Jim Sprecher and John McKenna.
Others present: Eric Ferguson, Jeff Neuheisel, Brian Frank, Tom Leuker, Fred Iausly, Chris Staples, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
2. Pappas was appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Tennant, second by Marcus, to approve agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the December 9, 2009 Plan Commission & Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Motion by Marcus, second by Hutnik, to approve the December 9, 2009 minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.

5. Discussion and possible action on a request by WP&L for a zoning permit for an essential service expansion including a new building on portions of Parcels #032-0970 and #032-0967 joined to parcel #032-0971, and all of parcel #032-0965, property located along USH 14, Town of Spring Green.  Lilla stated the main issue here is the moratorium.  McKenna asked why a building was needed for switching.  Leuker stated they were just replacing the existing building.  Jones asked if they planned on any landscaping.  Leuker stated they would be removing some of the trees to allow for the expansion, but also have an agreement with the Spring Green Motel to put in some trees and other plantings on their property to act as a screen.  Motion by Tennant, second by Marcus to approve the request by WP&L for a zoning permit for an essential service expansion including a new building on portions of Parcels #032-0970 and #032-0967 joined to parcel #032-0971, and all of parcel #032-0965, property located along USH 14, Town of Spring Green.  Motion passed with all in favor.
6. Discussion and possible action regarding the use of a vehicle as a sign, parked along USH 14, Town of Spring Green.  McKenna stated his opinion was this sign falls under the “Portable Sign” category of the zoning ordinance.  McKenna stated the sign is much larger than the 34 square foot maximum, and has also been there considerably longer than the four week time limit.  McKenna stated no sign permit application was ever completed for the vehicle sign.  Motion by Broh, second by Averill to notify the owner of the sign parked along USH 14 that they are non-compliant with the zoning ordinance and request the sign be removed.  Motion passed with all in favor.
7. Discussion and possible action regarding collaboration of the Town and Village Comprehensive Plans.  McKenna stated the Town of Spring Green’s Plan Commission has started to re-draft their comprehensive plan and they want to sit down with the Village Plan Commission so there are some commonalties.  McKenna stated one of main issues is the growth of commercial and industrial activity.  McKenna suggested having higher level meetings to discuss the issues and then bring those issues to a public meeting.  Chris Staples arrived at 7:23 p.m.  The committee discussed the Cardinal Glass area and other areas west and south of the village.  Prem stated if the comprehensive plan is being discussed, the Village Board would need to appoint members to a work group and the Town would need to do the same.  No action taken.  
8. Motion by Tennant, second by Marcus to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:40 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

9. Preliminary consultation with Eric Ferguson regarding the possibility of amending the zoning ordinance to allow for a restaurant business at 242 N. Lexington Street within the R-1 District.  Ferguson stated he would like to know what his options were.  Prem recommended re-zoning the property.  Averill agreed, and stated a restaurant should not be considered on an R-1 zoned property.  Prem recommended going through the re-zoning process jointly with the Cornerstone Church property.  Prem stated the village would approach the church and ask if they would be willing to go through the re-zoning process.  No action taken.
10. Motion by Averill, second by Tennant to approve the request submitted by Frontier FS for a conditional use permit for reduced yard requirements for an addition of a loading dock facility to an existing structure on parcel #0501, 221 S. Peterson Street, Village of Spring Green.  Motion passed with all in favor.
11. Discussion and possible action regarding materials and information for rezoning requests and conversion fees provided by the Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection.  Prem stated the committees would have to continue to work with Wendy Crary on this item, and that it may be beneficial to sign up for the e-mail updates and/or attend some workshops.  No action taken.
12. General Public Comment:  None.
13. Adjourn. Motion by Broh, second by Marcus, to adjourn at 7:56 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
