Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on May 12, 2010 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, LuEtta Miller, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Joel Marcus was absent.  Gene Hausner arrived at 7:10 p.m.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Linda Donnelly, Rebecca Claypool and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the April 28, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4.       Approve Agenda:  Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to approve the agenda as presented.
5.       Consent Agenda:  Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to approve the consent agenda 

      consisting of the following:

a. Approval of Disbursements

b. Approval for Coin Machine License for Zwettler & Hutter, 150 E. Jefferson St., Spring Green, WI

c. Approval of a request submitted by St. John’s School to close North Washington Street in front of the school to the front of the Rectory/Parish Office from 8:30 a.m. to 3:15 p.m. on Thursday, May 27, 2010 (rain date, Wednesday, June 2, 2010).


Motion carried. 

6.      Old Business:

a. Donnelly gave an update on the Whole Wisconsin Energy Efficiency Program noting the program is constantly evolving.  Donnelly stated the 21 pilot communities would be first in line for receiving funds.  Hausner arrived at 7:10 p.m.  Donnelly stated approximately 500 households in the Spring Green area could take advantage of the program, and the average loan amount would most likely be from $8K-$15K.  Donnelly stated the loans would be applied through a state administrator and would be paid off via a special assessment on the tax roll.  Prem stated the biggest question was where the initial money would come from.  Donnelly stated the initial money would come from the state fund, and when the money was paid back to the village via special assessments, the village would then pay the money back to the revolving loan fund.  Donnelly recommended the board send a letter supporting the program, and further noted that the details of the program are not crystal clear yet.  Nelson moved and Hausner seconded to submit a letter supporting the Whole Wisconsin Energy Efficiency Program to the U.S. Department of Energy.  Motion carried.
b. The board discussed modifications to the draft chicken ordinance submitted by board member Joel Marcus.  Modifications discussed were as follows:
i. Six (6) chickens will be allowed per parcel
ii. Six (6) square feet of space per bird will be required

iii. The coop may be built onto the exterior of a yard shed or garage, but cannot be placed on top of a building.  The coop shall be constructed with commonly accepted building materials and shall provide adequate protection from the elements.  The floor of the coop shall be covered with sufficient material (hay, sawdust, wood chips, etc.).
iv. The coop shall not be located closer than 10’ to any lot line and no closer than 25’ to a neighboring residence and may not be located closer to a neighboring residence than to the residence located upon the coop’s parcel unless written consent of neighboring properties is acquired.

v. There will be a one-time permit fee of $40.00.  Permits will be reviewed and issued by the village board.

vi. Chickens must be registered with the state and proof of registration will be required within 30 days of chicken acquisition.

vii. Provisions will be enforced by the Village and Village Police Department.

New Business:  
a. Nelson moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the request submitted by Jane Hauser to utilize the parking lot between Baron Brooks and the Medical Center on Jefferson Street for a Farmer’s Market on Saturday mornings from 8 am – noon, June through October, 2010.  Motion carried.
b. Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the first reading of Village Ordinance Section 288-7 – Municipal Golf Course Green Fees.  Motion carried.
c. Wipperfurth stated the Public Works Department only has internet service at the wastewater treatment plant, and many of his reporting requirements are now required to be completed via the internet.  Wipperfurth stated he would like to purchase a laptop and wireless internet service, rather than acquiring internet service at three separate locations (wastewater treatment plant, well house and shop).  Wipperfurth stated the Public Works Department would be able to operate in a more efficient manner with the acquisition of a laptop.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the recommendation from the Public Works Director to purchase a laptop from Phoenix Computers at a cost of $880.00 and to acquire wireless internet service.  Motion carried.
d. Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to appoint LuEtta Miller and Vern Demers to the Municipal Court Commission.  Motion carried.

e. Nelson moved and Miller seconded to approve the request for Wendy Crary to attend the Master Academy for Public Officials.  Motion carried.

f. Nelson moved and Miller seconded to approve the request for Jenny Pappas to attend the Annual Municipal Clerks and Treasurers Institute.  Motion carried.

g. Nelson stated the Park & Recreation Committee Meeting met earlier this evening and discussed the following topics:
i. Pool Hours:  Changing the pool hours from 1-7 pm, every day of the week with one 30 minute break from 3:45 pm – 4:15 pm.  Nelson noted the swim team was contacted and they are willing to try the new hours this year.  Swim team will practice after 7 pm.  Hausner moved and Miller seconded to approve to change the municipal pool hours to 1-7pm, every day of the week with one 30 minute break from 3:45 pm – 4:15 pm.  Hottmann opposed.  Motion carried.
ii. Family Fun Day at the municipal swimming pool:  Nelson stated the Park & Recreation Committee would like to have the second annual fun day on Saturday June 19, 2010.  There would be free admission all day from 1-7 pm, and there would be a raffle as well.  Nelson stated having the fun day earlier in the year may generate more interest.  Miller moved and Hausner seconded to hold Family Fun Day at the municipal swimming pool on Saturday, June 19, 2010 from 1-7 pm.  Motion carried.

iii. North Park Playground:  Nelson stated the Public Works Department would like to purchase pea gravel for the North Park playground.  There is a safety issue as some of the playground equipment anchors are starting to stick out.  Hausner moved and Hottmann seconded to allocate up to $3,000.00 from the Park & Recreation budget to install pea gravel at North Park under the playground equipment.  Motion carried.

iv. North Park – Bathroom privacy fencing:  Nelson stated the privacy fences are deteriorating and they would like to pull them down and install hinges on the doors that make the door close on its own.  Prem asked that this item be tabled for now to allow more time to think of possible solutions to the problem.  No action taken.

v. Condition of the park shelters:  Nelson stated all of the shelters are in need of repairs, and the one in between the two ball diamonds at South Park is in the worst shape.  Nelson stated we need to think about replacing or repairing them.  No action taken.

vi. Comedy Night Fundraiser:  Nelson stated they are considering February 2011 on a Friday or Saturday night, and maybe even doing two shows.  No action taken.
