6.      Old Business:

a. Modifications of the draft chicken ordinance discussed were as follows:
i. Add:  Chicken feed shall be stored in a secure manner to prevent attracting rodents.

Prem stated he would like to have the first reading of the ordinance at the June 23, 2010 meeting.  No action taken.

b. Hausner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the third reading of Village Ordinance Section 288-7, Municipal Golf Course Green Fees.  Motion carried.

New Business:  
a. Churchill stated last year, he and his wife utilized the pool in the later evening hours several times per week.  Churchill asked why the hours were changed.  Crary stated the pool managers made a recommendation to the Park & Recreation Committee to change the weekend hours at the pool, and the Park & Recreation Committee decided to change the hours every day and try the new hours for a year.  Churchill stated he felt more people would utilize the pool between the hours of 6pm – 8pm.  Churchill stated he called some of the people on the petition submitted by Rick Paulus and stated some of the people were in favor of the later evening hours.  Dolan gave an update as to how many passes have been sold so far this season.  Dolan stated approximately 300 season passes are sold each year and she felt they would probably sell the same amount this year.  Prem stated there have been some complaints with the old hours, as some of the kids that were not picked up at 5pm were left for an hour with nothing to do, and that is when a lot of the property damage occurred.  Dolan stated she has received a positive response on the new hours from people purchasing season passes.  Dolan stated she had only received one complaint on the new hours.  Dolan stated mothers like the new break time change, because they can come at 1 pm and swim longer.  Cindy Paulus stated no one asked her what she thought about the new hours when she purchased her season pass.  Paulus stated she felt the change in hours was made to accommodate the swim team.  Crary stated the swim team had nothing to do with the change in hours.  Rick Paulus stated if new hours were being considered, there should have been public input on the idea.  Churchill asked if the board would consider a compromise and change the hours from 1:30 pm – 7:30 pm.  Churchill stated he felt the doors should remain open during the break.  Crary stated the doors being left open versus being closed during the break was discussed in great detail in 2008.  Dolan stated two or three years ago, there was a theft problem due to the doors being open during the break.  Dolan stated she also agreed with leaving the doors closed to prevent injuries, as children tend to run in and out and all over the place when the doors are left open.  Diane Baryenbruch stated she agreed with the doors being closed during the break as the guards are there to protect the swimmers and not to babysit.  Miller stated she agreed with the doors staying closed during the break, to help avoid potential injuries, and due to the mere fact that some children just do not listen.  Churchill stated his concerns regarding parking issues.  Dolan stated the guards are already parking in the stalls farthest from the entrance.  Crary stated the handicapped stall was already installed as well.  Marcus stated he spoke with several people and asked them two questions:  1) do you use the pool from 7 pm – 8pm, and most of them said “no” and 2) does the change in hours inconvenience them, or can they adjust, and most of them said they would adjust.  Prem stated he was inclined to leave the hours as is and see how it goes this year.  No action taken.
b. Prem stated there was an issue with the retaining wall at 307 E. Monroe Street as it is too close to the village right-of-way.  Lilla stated the CDBG people have told him they will pay to have it moved; however, the homeowner refuses to have it moved.  The homeowner was not available for comment, so there was no action taken.
c. Wipperfurth stated the roof at the shop on Rainbow Road is leaking in three different locations.  Wipperfurth stated Shannon Stephens took a look at it, and recommended having an engineer look at it to make sure it could bear the weight load, if it were to be re-roofed with metal roofing material.  The consensus of the board was to have an engineer look at the situation and bring back the best option.  No action taken.
d. Prem stated he spoke with Wilkins regarding the ACT 8 ride and Wilkins assured him he would have adequate staffing during that time frame.  Marcus moved and Miller seconded to approve the use of village streets for the 8th Annual ACT 8 fund-raising bicycle ride benefitting the AIDS Network as presented.  Motion carried.
