Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on June 23, 2010 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  LuEtta Miller was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Kevin Wilkins, Leanne Cantwell, Diana Mahlberg, Pat Werner, Milo Mercer, Laura Graves, Terry Drone, Don Golembiewski, Lynne Morris, Don Morris, Eric Ferguson, Donn Lind, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Marcus moved and Hausner seconded to approve the minutes of the June 9, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.
4. Approve Agenda:  Crary requested to amend the agenda via placing new business before old business.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the agenda as amended.  Motion carried.

Motion carried.
6.      New Business:
a. Terry Drone of Johnson, Block & Company went over the 2009 audit.  Eric Ferguson arrived at 7:04 p.m.  No action taken.

b. Diana Mahlberg and Leanne Cantwell of Aflac Insurance gave a presentation on their offerings noting this is a voluntary program and there would be no cost to the village.  Mahlberg stated they are not a health insurance company, they provide supplemental insurance.  Crary stated the insurance would be available for full-time and permanent part-time employees.  Prem stated he felt there was no reason not to allow employees to pursue the insurance if they chose to.  Prem moved and Hausner seconded to authorize Crary to facilitate employee interest in the enrollment process with Aflac Insurance.  Motion carried.
c. Prem stated after reviewing the ordinance regarding private wells, he did not find a formal permitting process.  Prem stated private wells are subject to certain restrictions and §390-6 (D) states private well abandonment does not apply to those wells used exclusively for watering vegetation.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the request submitted by Alan Green for a sand point well at the location of the community garden on the property of the River Valley High School.  Motion carried.  Hausner amended the motion to include approval of an application for a private well permit.  Liegel seconded the amendment.  Motion carried.
d. Pat Werner of the Wisconsin River Runners ATV Club asked permission to extend their current ATV trail via the utilization of the back side of the Spring Green recycling center property.  Werner stated their club has a good relationship with other communities and are good citizens.  Werner went over the club rules, noting the hours they ride are one half hour before sunrise to one half hour after sunset.  Werner stated they do not ride at night.  Werner asked if the village would be willing to grant them a probationary period.  Prem asked if Werner had spoken to the Township, as most of the requested trail route was located on Township property.  Werner stated he had not spoken to the Township yet.  Prem stated there are people concerned with the proposed trail being located close to residential areas.  Lind stated his main concerns included the intent of the route, safety, noise and environmental aspects.  Lind stated there are fifty plus homes in the Westwood Subdivision and Shifflet trailer park and there are many children in this area.  Lind stated the proposed ATV trail would also cross the proposed Safe Routes to School trail.  Lind stated the riverway is a protected area and asked the board to weigh it out and to consider turning the request down.  Golembiewski stated he lives on Riverside Drive and asked what the intent of the ATV club was.  Werner stated the intent of the club is to ride, and we have had no incidents to date.  Golembiewski stated there are liability concerns as well, and if an accident were to occur on village or town property  - who would be liable?  Golembiewski stated he has nothing against ATVs, but would like the issue tabled until further research could be completed.  Werner stated this is not a route, it is a trail and trails are located on private property.  Werner stated our club does not ride on the riverway and all of our trails are monitored with trail cameras.  Werner stated the club has a $2M liability insurance policy.  Lind stated he disagrees that the club can patrol 30 miles of trails.  Hottmann asked how many trail cameras there were.  Werner stated there were two trail cameras.  Don Morris stated he lives at the end of Ruetten Road and he has problems with ATVs, which may or may not be from the WI River Runners Club.  Lynne Morris asked what the motivation to get to Bob’s Riverside was.  Werner stated to get a hamburger.  Ferguson asked, why this is so important, and why come back two years after being told no – if there is so much opposition from the people who live down there, why continue to pursue the matter.  Werner stated a trail to Bob’s Riverside was in their original ATV plan.  Wilkins stated the Safe Routes to School grant application includes a bike/pedestrian path along Kennedy to Ivy Lane and also along Shifflet Road.  Golembiewski stated he was not opposed to ATVs in general, but does oppose them in residential areas.  Prem stated his personal opinion is it is not a good use for a highly residential area.  Prem stated permission could not be granted without conferring with the Township first.  Marcus stated he felt a $2M liability policy is not sufficient.  Marcus stated he is concerned with the liability, and that there may be a greater chance of conflict once there is an encroachment on more populated areas.  No action taken.
e. Marcus moved and Nelson seconded to re-appoint Sue Meise to the Library Board. Motion carried.
f. Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the contract renewal from Automatic Entrances of Wisconsin, Inc. as presented.  Motion carried.
g. Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
h. Prem stated he wants the Park & Recreation Committee to make a priority list on park shelter maintenance.  Prem stated it was brought to his attention that there is a hole in the roof at the north park pool shelter.  Nelson stated he was concerned with the structural stability of the shelters at south park, and quotes for repairs of these items were needed.  No action taken.

Old Business:  
a. Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve Village Ordinance Section 166-13(E) – Livestock and Fowl and to suspend the three readings of the ordinance.  Motion carried.
b. The board discussed the retaining wall issue at 307 E. Monroe Street.  Lilla stated he took some video footage two times last week during rain events, and no water was entering the curb ramp.  Lilla stated water enters the property from the driveway on Albany Street.  Crary stated CDBG would pay to have the retaining wall moved, or removed.  Crary stated Shelley had not returned any of her phone calls.  Lilla stated if the village decides to leave the retaining wall at its present location, an agreement should be drawn up and signed so as the village would not be responsible if the wall was damaged or had to be removed due to a sidewalk project.  Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to send correspondence to the homeowner at 307 E. Monroe Street requesting relocation of the retaining wall within 30 days, and to utilize the village engineer’s specifications.  Motion carried.
8.
Information Items:   

a. Update on space needs study, employee personnel policy and capital inventory list.  Lilla gave an update on the capital inventory list.
b. Wilkins gave an update on the Safe Routes to School Project, noting the initial engineering study has been completed and he, Andy Kurek and Jamie Hegland were working on a grant application that is due July 9, 2010.  Wilkins stated the priorities for the upcoming grant were as follows:
· Install sidewalks where there are none (Hoxie, Madison, Jefferson & Varsity/Westmor)

· LED Pedestrian warning signs in six key areas

· Enforcement education tools – Radar speed board and sign mounted speed signs

· Radar units for the squad cars

· Bike Racks

· Bike/Pedestrian path from Madison Street at Shifflet Road 1.1 miles west to Ivy Lane West.  Bike/Pedestrian path south on Shifflet Road connecting all four driveways in the Shifflet trailer park.
Wilkins stated he would also like to change the stop sign situation at Wood and Jefferson Streets.  The Wood street stop sign would be removed to allow for through traffic, and the Jefferson Street stop sign would require a complete stop.  Wilkins stated they plan to work from the school outward with improvements.

General Public Comment:  Wilkins stated the Farmer’s Market would be relocated to the side of Baron Brooks on Saturday, June 26 during the Art Fair.  Wilkins stated the handicapped parking for the Art Fair would not be affected with this change.
