Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission
And Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, April 21, 2010
1. Prem called the meeting to order at 7:08 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Plan Commission members present: Greg Prem, Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Joel Marcus, and Michael Broh. Bob Tennant (JEZC) arrived at 7:15 p.m. Lew Averill and Linda Donnelly (JEZC) were absent.  
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones and Jim Sprecher.  John McKenna arrived at 7:19 p.m.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Ed Lilla, Maria Muruia de Moore, Jon E. Moore, Elaine Reese, Carol Jefferson, David Williams, Randy Lange, Connie Miller, Derek Miller, Matt Archie, Eric Ferguson, Judy Davis, and Alice Swinehart.
2. Crary was appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Broh, second by Jones, to approve agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the March 17, 2010 Plan Commission Hearing and the Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee & the Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Motion by Marcus, second by Hutnik, to approve the March 17, 2010 minutes. Motion passed with all in favor. 
At this time the Plan Commission decided to skip ahead to item 9 on the agenda to handle the Plan Commission agenda items while awaiting the arrival of one more JEZC member for a quorum.

9. Motion by Hutnik, second by Broh to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:10 p.m. Motion passes with all in favor.
10. Discussion and possible action on the consideration to add “residential dwelling on or above the second story” as a permitted use under Section 3.05 in the B-1 District and Section 3.05A in the B-2 District. Prem stated, “The next few items stem from the initial consultation with Madalena Maestri at last month’s meeting, regarding the Frank Lloyd Wright Foundation utilizing the building at 173 E. Jefferson Street as a classroom and dwelling. Motion by Broh, second by Marcus to add “residential dwelling on or above the second story” as a permitted use under Section 3.05 in the B-1 District and Section 3.05A in the B-2 District. Motion passed with all in favor.
11. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of Section 3.05 and 3.05A to strike “Dwelling units on or above the ground floor” and replace with “Partial ground floor residential dwelling”. Motion by Marcus, second by Hutnik to strike “Dwelling units on or above the ground floor” and replace with “Partial ground floor residential dwelling” in Sections 3.05 and 3.05A. Motion passed with all in favor.
12. Discussion and possible action on the consideration to add “School of Architecture” to the definition of Professional Office. Motion by Marcus, second by Broh to add “School of Architecture” to the definition of Professional Office. Motion passed with all in favor.
Bob Tennant (JEZC) arrived at 7:15 p.m.

13. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Eric Ferguson and Cornerstone Church to rezone parcels #0038-1 & #0038, located at 242 & 210 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green, WI from R-1 Village Small Lot Residential to B-1 Village Retail Business. Broh asked if there are any neighbors that object to rezoning the parcels. No objections were made by any in attendance. Motion by Broh, second by Hutnik to rezone parcels #0038-1 & #0038, located at 242 & 210 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green, WI from R-1 Village Small Lot Residential to B-1 Village Retail Business. Motion passed with all in favor.
Motion by Hutnik, second by Tennant to convene as the Spring Green Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:17 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action on a zoning permit request in the Extraterritorial Zoning Area for Alice & Ross P. Swinehart at S12417 CTH G, parcel #032-0041. Motion by Tennant, second by Sprecher to approve the zoning permit for Alice & Ross P. Swinehart and to temporarily lift the moratorium  for construction of a deck at S12417 CTH G, parcel #032-0041. Motion passed with all in favor.
Jon McKenna arrived at 7:19 p.m.

6. Discussion and possible action on a zoning permit request in the Extraterritorial Zoning Area for Jon & Maria Moore at E5332 Jones Road, parcel #032-1556. Lilla informed the Plan Commission and JEZC that the proposed placement of a Shed for Jon & Maria Moore will need the approval of a variance by the Board of Zoning Appeals in order for the zoning permit to be granted. Lilla continued by explaining that this matter is solely before the Plan Commission and JEZC to lift the moratorium contingent upon the Board of Zoning Appeals granting a variance for the shed to be constructed in the front/side yard. Motion by Tennant, second by Sprecher to temporarily lift the moratorium for construction of a shed at E5332 Jones Road, parcel #032-1556 contingent upon the Board of Zoning Appeals granting a variance for construction in the front/side yard. Motion passed with all in favor. 
7. Discussion and possible action on a zoning permit request in the Extraterritorial Zoning Area for David Williams & Carol Jefferson on Pearl Road, parcel #032-0081-01000. Lilla explained that for this item the JEZC must lift the moratorium for this permit to be approved and that any final approval should be based on the condition that the applicant submit a letter acknowledging the existing flood hazard in the region and the impacts of the adjacent Big Hollow Drainage Project. Lilla also stated that he would suggest an elevation of 1 foot above ground level for the 1st floor opening. Randy Lange, the General Contractor for Williams & Jefferson informed the JEZC that they plan to install a culvert and raise the driveway approximately 3 feet. Lilla also stated that the lowest level of opening should be 730 feet above sea level. Motion by Tennant, second by Sprecher to approve the zoning permit for David Williams & Carol Jefferson contingent upon the lowest opening being protected up to 730 feet above sea level, the receipt of an acknowledgment letter from the applicant regarding existing flood hazard and to temporarily lift the moratorium for construction of a single family residence on Pearl Road, parcel #032-0081-01000. Motion passed with all in favor.
The Plan Commission & JEZC discussed the newly adopted township ordinance, which places an additional moratorium on building permits. Building permits in the JEZC are issued by the Town of Spring Green once the zoning permits are granted. Greg Prem stated that the Town Ordinance is essentially trumping the JEZC and Village Zoning Ordinance.  McKenna replied that it is just a formality for the Township to approve. 
8. Discussion and possible action on a zoning permit request in the Extraterritorial Zoning Area for Dave Liegel at E5219 Jones Road, parcel #032-0914. Motion by Tennant, second by Sprecher to approve the zoning permit for Dave Liegel and to temporarily lift the moratorium  for construction of an Ag Building Shelter at E5219 Jones Road, parcel #032-0914. Motion passed with all in favor.
14. General Public Comment: Jones inquired about the status of the illegal sign along USH 14 on property owned by Jon Rasmussen. Prem informed her that the Village sent a letter to Rasmussen instructed him to remove the sign. Rasmussen that requested that Wendy Crary mail a copy of the ordinance and a sign permit application. Rasmussen completed the application and submitted it to the Village, another letter was drafted along with a report from the Village Engineer cited the reasons why the sign application cannot be approved and again stating that the sign must be removed. Rasmussen is currently in Florida and delay between correspondences has been an issue. Prem intends to have this matter on the next agenda if the sign is still there next month. Tennant asked if anyone had a chance to look at the shed on Albany Street and suggested that the Plan Commission look at the zoning ordinance in regards to the size of buildings that are allowed and the placement of accessory buildings. There was no additional public comment at this time. 
15. Adjourn.  Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to adjourn at 8:18 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
