Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission,
Downtown Design Committee, and

Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, May 19, 2010
1. Prem called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Plan Commission members present: Greg Prem, Joel Marcus, Michael Broh, Bob Tennant (JEZC), Brad Hutnik (JEZC), and Lew Averill. Linda Donnelly (JEZC) was absent.
Downtown Design Committee members present:  Paul Kardatzke. Yvonne Notbohm was absent.
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones, Jim Sprecher, and John McKenna.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Ed Lilla, and Madalena Maestri.
2. Crary was appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Tennant, second by Averill, to approve agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the April 21, 2010 Plan Commission Hearing and the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to approve the April 21, 2010 minutes. Motion passed with all in favor. 
5. Motion by Averill, second by Tennant to convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee at 7:04 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

6. Discussion and possible action on a sign permit for the Frank Lloyd Wright School of Architecture at 153 E. Jefferson Street located in the Downtown Design District. Motion by Broh, second by Kardatzke to approve the sign permit for the Frank Lloyd Wright School of Architecture at 153 E. Jefferson Street. Motion passed with all in favor.
7. Motion by Tennant, second by Marcus to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:07 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

8. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Frank Lloyd Wright School of Architecture for a conditional use permit for partial ground floor residential dwelling on parcel #0088, 153 E. Jefferson Street, Village of Spring Green. Prem asked Maestri if she knew the percentage of partial ground floor that would be utilized for living space. Maestri replied that it would be less than 50%. Motion by Tennant, second by Averill to approve the conditional use permit for partial ground floor residential dwelling on parcel #0088, 153 E. Jefferson Street with the stipulation that less than 50% of the ground floor be utilized for residential living space. Motion passed with all in favor.
9. Motion by Tennant, second by Averill to convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:11 p.m.

10. Discussion and possible action regarding the moratorium on zoning permits within the Extraterritorial Zoning area. Prem did a recap of the new Town of Spring Green Ordinance regarding  building permits. Prem explained that the building permits that are issued in the ET area are reviewed by the Town of Spring green and enforced by the building inspector. Tennant inquired about the drainage ditch that the township is working on. McKenna explained that the preliminary construction plans for the drainage ditch were submitted with the grant application. Lilla stated that the process is slow moving, but looks promising. Averill asked, “The moratorium was adopted by the Village Board, right?” Prem explained that it was reviewed by the board but that he never envisioned the moratorium being in place for this long. Prem said, “If the JEZC members are agreeable, I would like everyone to review the Townships new ordinance and the Village can look at revising section 2.05 of the zoning ordinance.” The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the possibility of not having zoning permits reviewed by the JEZC and then the Town of Spring Green would review all building permits for the JEZC under their new ordinance. Prem explained that due to how the process works there is the potential for a project to be delayed much longer due to the current process of JEZC review of zoning and now Township review of building. Averill suggested leaving the moratorium in place until the zoning ordinance is amended. Copies of the Township’s new ordinance were handed out to everyone in attendance. Prem said, “Everyone take some time to review the township ordinance and I’ll work on draft wording for the Village Zoning Ordinance to review at the next meeting.”
11. General Public Comment: McKenna inquired about the storm water drainage on the west side of Wood Street and Hwy G. McKenna stated, “There is a portion of the road that is still in the township, and water ponds and starts flooding Umhoefers and Arthurs”. McKenna stated that he would like to start discussions on how to correct this matter. Prem and Lilla explained the difficulties with the situation and that the Village is aware of the problem. They also explained that the Village has discussed this and have a plan in mind for addressing the matter. There was no additional public comment at this time.
12. Adjourn.  Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to adjourn at 7:58 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor
