Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission
And Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, June 16, 2010
1. Prem called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Plan Commission members present: Greg Prem, Joel Marcus, Bob Tennant (JEZC), and Brad Hutnik (JEZC). Lew Averill, Linda Donnelly (JEZC), and Michael Broh were absent.
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones and Jim Sprecher. John McKenna was absent.
Others present: Wendy Crary and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary was appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Tennant, second by Jones, to approve agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the May 19, 2010 Plan Commission Hearing and the Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik, to approve the May 19, 2010 minutes. Motion passed with all in favor. 
5. Discussion and possible action on a zoning permit request in the Extraterritorial Zoning Area for Michael & Wendy Layton at E4560 Ruetten Drive, parcel #032-0658. Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik to approve the zoning permit for Michael & Wendy Layton at E4560 Ruetten Drive, parcel #032-0658. Motion passed with all in favor.
6. Discussion and possible action regarding the moratorium on zoning permits within the Extraterritorial Zoning area. Prem reviewed the proposed amendment to Section 2.05 of the Village Zoning Ordinance. The Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee reviewed Town of Spring Green Ordinance #2610 imposing interim limitations concerning the issuance of permits for certain construction, building or improvements in areas adversely impacted by the 2008 flood. Prem pointed out possible issues with paragraph four of the town’s ordinance. Prem stated, “The town’s ordinance clearing covers areas of concern.” Hutnik inquired about the need for an extension to the ordinance after the six months expires. Prem said, “It sounds like the ordinance will need to be revisited in October to extend ordinance if necessary.” Prem pointed out the need for the Village to add wording to the Zoning Ordinance. The Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Ordinance discussed possible wording to add to Section 2.05. The consensus was to add the following to Section 2.05, “Due to the adverse impact of the 2008 flood, zoning permits within the Extraterritorial Area shall be subject to Town of Spring Green approval as necessary for compliance with Town of Spring Green Ordinance 2610, enacted April 1, 2010 or its successor. If Ordinance 2610 expires without a successor the Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee shall review all zoning permit applications for new residential or business structures and/or additions to these structures.” Discussion continued regarding possible amendments for the moratorium within the Village limits. No action was taken regarding this matter, discussions will continue at the July meeting.
7. General Public Comment: Tennant inquired about a fence on Albany Street and if the proper permits were issued for the project. Crary responded that the property owner had all the necessary permits. Hutnik asked about adding tree business to allowed home occupations. Marcus informed the Plan Commission that there are renovations being made to the old flower shop that may need Downtown Design Committee review. There was no additional public comment at this time.
8. Adjourn.  Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik, to adjourn at 7:36 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor
