Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Jon & Maria Moore for a variance to allow a detached garage in the front/side yard on parcel #032-1556, E5332 Jones Road, Spring Green, WI.  
Lilla explained that the Moore's own an unusual lot and it is hard to determine if the rear yard is the west lot line or the north lot line. Lilla informed the Board of Zoning Appeal members that this application was reviewed by the Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee last month and is exempt from the moratorium. Kardatzke stated that the Moore’s have a strong case for a variance. Mertens commented the Town Chair is in favor of the project. Motion by Kardatzke, second by Mertens to grant the variance, all conditions stated under Section 9.07 of the Zoning Ordinance have been met, Exceptional Circumstances, Preservation of Property Rights and Absence of Detriment.
