Minutes

Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission,
Downtown Design Committee, and

Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, July 21, 2010
1. Prem called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Plan Commission members present: Greg Prem, Joel Marcus, Bob Tennant (JEZC), Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Lew Averill, and Michael Broh. , Linda Donnelly (JEZC) was absent.
Downtown Design Committee members present:  Yvonne Notbohm. Paul Kardatzke was absent.

JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones and John McKenna. Jim Sprecher was absent.
Others present: Wendy Crary, John McDonald, Heather McDonald, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary was appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to approve agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the June 16, 2010 Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Motion by Tennant, second by Marcus, to approve the June 16, 2010 minutes. Motion passed with all in favor. 
5. Motion by Tennant, second by Notbohm to convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee at 7:05 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

6. Discussion and possible action on a sign permit for Second Star Studio at 133 N. Lexington Street located in the Downtown Design District. The application was reviewed by the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh to approve a sign permit for Second Star Studio at 133 N. Lexington Street. Motion passed with all in favor.

7. Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:09 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

8. Preliminary consultation with John McDonald regarding the possibility of building a detached garage without a principal structure on parcel #182-0831, locate on Jordan Way, within the Village of Spring Green. Tennant stated, “Joel Marcus and I reviewed the covenants and restrictions for Forest View Estates and according to the covenants the proposed building exceeds the allowed square footage for a detached accessory building”. Averill suggested the McDonalds buy the lot and combine the lot with the one their residence is on via a Certified Survey Map. The Plan Commission discussed the issue with the square footage, which still would not allow a building that size to be built even with a principal structure. Prem said, “I am not seeing an avenue that would permit the building of a detached accessory building of this size”. “The only recommendation I would have for the McDonalds, would be to build an accessory building at the maximum square footage allowed on the lot they currently own”. No action was taken regarding this item.
9. Discussion and possible action on revised Village Zoning map. Motion by Tennant, second by Averill to approve the revised Village Zoning map. Motion passed with all in favor.

10. Motion by Broh, second by Averill to convene as the Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:30 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

11. Discussion and possible action regarding the moratorium on zoning permits within the Extraterritorial Zoning area. Prem stated, “We discussed language for the zoning ordinance regarding this matter”. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed setting minimum elevations for lowest openings and the possibility of not allowing basements in the areas affected by the 2008 flooding. Prem pointed out the burden of a buyout if homes are inhabitable. Prem stated, “We need to decide what route we want to take and go from there”.  Averill pointed out the impact if properties that were flooded in 2008 were raised, the water will then come into the Village. Averill stated, “Prohibited or protected, that is the basic question”. Prem stated that he is mainly concerned with the vacant lot that is south of Umhoeffers. Broh asked, “If we went with a protective approach, does that mean all permits will come before us for approval?” Prem answered, “Possibly, or we set specific parameters for new buildings in these areas.” Prem stated, “One thing I do want to do tonight is to decide which way we want to go.”  “From the conversations we’ve had it seem we want to go with a protective approach with existing lots and subdivisions within the Village and prohibit in some areas affected by the flood”. Broh asked, “So we’re basically talking about an overlapping district were flood occurred in 2008, correct?” Prem replied, “Yes”. No action was taken regarding the moratorium on zoning permits within the Extraterritorial Zoning area.
12. General Public Comment: There was no general public comment at this time.
13. Adjourn.  Motion by Tennant, second by Averill, to adjourn at 8:06 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor
