Minutes

Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission and
Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, August 18, 2010
1. Prem called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Plan Commission members present: Greg Prem, Joel Marcus, Bob Tennant (JEZC), Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Lew Averill, and Michael Broh. Linda Donnelly (JEZC) was absent.
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones John McKenna, and Jim Sprecher.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Terry Shifflet, Irene Clark, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary was appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Averill, second by Broh, to approve agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the July 21, 2010 Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Marcus pointed out a typo in the minutes. Motion by Averill, second by Marcus, to approve the July 21, 2010 minutes with correction. Motion passed with all in favor. 
Irene Clark arrived at 7:04 p.m.

5. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:05 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

6. Preliminary consultation with Irene Clark regarding the possibility of a Bed & Breakfast at 208 W. Madison Street. Clark explained that she is just starting to research the requirements for a Bed & Breakfast. Prem reviewed the zoning ordinance pertaining to a conditional use for a Bed & Breakfast. 
Jim Sprecher arrived at 7:07 p.m. Prem reviewed the timeline for submittal of a conditional use application. No action was taken regarding this item.
7. Motion by Averill, second by McKenna to convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:14 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

8. Preliminary consultation with Terry Shifflet regarding mobile home park zoning boundaries. Shifflet explained that is looking for direction from the Plan Commission and JEZC regarding the septic system for the mobile home park. Shifflet is trying to isolate the mobile home park as a separate business, however, the septic system which services the mobile home park is located on an adjacent parcel zoned agricultural. Prem said, “Ed Lilla, has suggested that an easement for the septic system should be adequate”. Prem continued by pointing out that Essential Services are allowed in every zoning district. Averill stated, “I think the cleanest way to handle this is to do a 2 lot Certified Survey Map”. Shifflet pointed out that the parcel zoned agricultural is already non-conforming as it is currently only 18.2 acres and the minimum allowable acreage for the Agricultural Preservation Zoning District is 35 Acres. Prem stated, “The Certified Survey Map process would complicate the issues.” The consensus of the Plan Commission and JEZC is to have Shifflet do an easement for the septic system that services the mobile home park. No action was taken regarding this item.
McKenna inquired about the previous Village Board Meeting agenda item regarding municipal water service to Oak Ridge Estates in the town of Spring Green. Shifflet explained that the item was actually pulled from that agenda at the last minute and will be discussed at next week’s Village Board meeting.

9. Motion by Tennant, second by Marcus to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:40 p.m.

10. Discussion and possible action regarding zoning ordinance changes within the Village to account for 2008 flooding. Prem stated, “This is an ongoing discussion from the last meeting”. Prem handed out maps which showed the flood water from July 2008. Prem said, “The first parcel to talk about is parcel #182-0767, I am contemplating designating the parcel as unbuildable and possibly negotiating with the developer to have it designated as public land and made into a water retention area”. Prem continued by saying, “We have identified parcels #182-0767, 182-0757, and 182-0758 as having surface water sitting on the parcels, and we have identified certain parcels with water near them, my goal is to come up with two or three different zoning classifications with guidelines for building or no building at all.” Tennant said “I definitely agree with the lot by Umhoeffer’s being designated as unbuildable, if I was to make a suggestion, I would suggest no basements in the areas designated in the zoning moratorium and that the level of the first floor be higher than the surrounding roads”. Averill suggested restricting basements and setting elevations for living areas with a sunset date to see if the Big Hollow ditch helps with the issue. Prem commented that the Plan Commission may want to review the subdivision ordinance requirements for retention and detention areas. Averill said, “We could set the design of retention and detention areas so that the capacity below where the groundwater elevations were in 2008 is not included in the figures for the required capacity of retention and detention areas”.  Marcus said, “I agree that we need to use the zoning ordinance as a tool to protect and we cannot depend on just the drainage ditch”.  Prem said, “So what I’m hearing is we pinpoint parcels with standing water for no building allowed and no basements would be allowed west of Winsted Street and north of Baker Street”. Averill again suggested setting a sunset date. Prem replied, “I would like to set the date for two or three years so it is reviewed periodically instead of ten to fifteen years”. Prem explained that he will try to have an overlay which clearly identifies parcels and then work it into the zoning ordinance. No action was taken regarding this item. 
11. General Public Comment: There was no general public comment at this time.
12. Adjourn.  Motion by Averill, second by Broh, to adjourn at 8:40 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor
