Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on July 14, 2010 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, LuEtta Miller, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel. Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Ed Lilla, and Linda Schwanke.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve the minutes of the June 23, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Approve Agenda:  Nelson moved and Miller seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

6.      New Business:
a. Karna Hanna presented the annual report on the Sauk County Development Corporation. No action was necessary regarding this item.

b. Ed Lilla provided information regarding a $5,000 escrow release for Cross Lanes Estates Third Addition. Lilla stated that the sidewalk looks fine but the dirt between the sidewalk and curb has settled in some areas. Lilla suggested that Jerry Sprecher should fill in the areas that have settled and then the Village can release the $5,000 escrow. Prem moved and Nelson seconded to table action until the developer fills in the voids between the sidewalk and curb. Motion carried.
c. Greg Wipperfurth reviewed the memo he submitted regarding necessary repairs to the industrial park lift station. Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to replace a pump in the industrial park lift station at an estimated cost of $9,500. Motion carried.
d. Ed Lilla handed out and reviewed an option analysis for the roof on the public works building. The Village Board did not take action regarding this item and it will be placed on the July 28, 2010 agenda.
e. Prem explained that Madalena Maestri has taken on more responsibilities at work and is no longer available to serve on the Downtown Design Committee. No action was necessary regarding this item.
f. Nelson explained to the Village Board that the Park & Recreation committee is looking into prices for recycling containers and plans to revisit this matter at the next meeting. No action was taken regarding recycling containers in the municipal parks.  
g. Ed Lilla handed out and reviewed an option analysis for the South Park Shelters. The board was informed that the Park & Recreation committee would also like to see options and estimates for repair of the North Park Pool Shelter. Prem suggested that this item be tabled for two weeks to allow time for the Trustees to look at the shelters and think about the best way to proceed. Prem stated that he is interested in a long term solution and is in favor of option three of the analysis, which involves replacing the entire shelter. No action was taken regarding repairs or replacement of park shelters and this item will be placed on the July 28, 2010 agenda. 
h. Nelson informed the Village Board that Tori Dolan will poll the lifeguards to see if five guards would be available the 28th or 29th of August for a Family Fun Day at the municipal pool.

i. Hausner moved and Nelson seconded approval of the 2011 Property Assessment contract submitted by Wendorff Assessing. Motion carried.
j. Nelson moved and Marcus seconded approval of a vacation request submitted by Wendy Crary. Motion carried. The consensus of the Village Board was that the approval of vacation requests is no longer necessary.
